A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Summer vacation is here! I know it is summertime because my head starts to burn anytime I’m outside for longer than 5 minutes during
the day!

I can also tell that it’s vacation time because Mass attendance drops a little. That’s normal! We all need some time to go away, whether
it’s to the river, the mountains, camping, the beach, to a relative, or somewhere else.

Please remember that during our trips and vacations, it is necessary to attend Sunday Mass. There will likely be plenty of options to at-
tend Mass while you are away.

Even more, you will likely get a beautiful experience of God in a new and different place. We all need “retreats,” or ways to get away
and feel His Peace and Presence in a new way. Vacations when we go elsewhere for Mass are a kind of retreat.

I’m not encouraging you to go to another church while you’re home! We’ll miss you! Stay here! But when you’re away, it’s great to go
to Mass in a different setting than Seven Sorrows. The church may look different, may convey God’s presence in a different way than is
conveyed here, and you will certainly get a better homily!

What’s even more striking is that — no matter how big or small, or in what language — Jesus is still present! He is still there, offering His
