A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

As a universal Church, we celebrated the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on June 12. Just a day before, a terrible accident
happened in Wayne County, PA, a few hours away from here.

On June 11, a propane leak caused an explosion, and there was much destruction. Three people were sent to the hospital. We pray
for all of those affected.

However, in the yard of a destroyed home stood a statue of the Sacred Heart of Jesus. Behind it was the burning house, and in front
of it was a melted fence.

But the statue stood.

And this symbolizes so many things to me. First, it shows that Jesus lives in the chaos of life, and doesn’t flee from it. He settles into
every pain, every suffering, every tragedy. Just as He suffered on the cross, and did not give in to chants to leave the Cross if He was
in fact God, He stays with us in our crosses and sufferings.

It is the nature of His Sacred Heart, which constantly burns with the fire of divine love
_ for each and every one of us, to be with us and provide divine life for us, so that we can
% be with Him forever. He is always there.

" Second, it shows the eternal nature of God. A propane explosion is violent. It shakes
| everything around it. My brother’s house suffered a lot of damage several years ago
. when a home — three houses away — suffered a gas explosion. Nothing was left un-
touched. It is not just the heat of the fire that destroys, but the explosion itself destroys.

And to me, that shows that Jesus endures forever! So much of our time is spent building up our existence with the things of this
earth. However, all of them will decay or fall apart, because that is the nature of ALL created things.

Jesus is eternal, and He lives forever. If we desire to do the same, we must join ourselves to Him.

May God bless those affected in that explosion, and give them His healing. And may it be a reminder to us that when all else fails,
Jesus Lives. Praised be Jesus Christ, now and FOREVER.
