A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

It has been nearly a month since we started our capital campaign for our new gym and renovated cafeteria, and the response so far
has been remarkable.

I cannot thank all of you enough for your consideration in giving and contributing to this project. So far, as of last Monday (6/22),
194 donors have pledged $1.65 million to our project.

Did you read that? Can you believe it?! It is an awesome response, and on behalf of all of our parish, I am so grateful.

The project will cost $3.7 million, and in order to begin the project in May of 2027, we need to have half of the total cost ($1.85
million) in the bank.

Both of those numbers seem so high and unachievable. But they are not. I have seen, already, that when everyone pitches in, we can
meet this goal. In a parish our size, this is a big goal. But it’s definitely doable. If you have not already considered a pledge, please
prayerfully consider making one on behalf of our parish.

Thank you so much! I’m so grateful and blessed to witness your generosity and love for our God. May God bless and protect you
all!

The Soul

Last week, Jesus talked in the Gospel about the importance of thinking about our souls, and not just our bodies. Our souls connect us
to Eternity and to God Himself, they are our portal to Him.

Our souls also allow us to understand things that the rest of our body can’t even compute. It allows us to imagine Eternity. It allows
us to understand love. It allows us to understand things that we cannot quantify.

Pope Benedict XVI has a great example of this in his book, What It Means To Be A Christian. He uses an example of a philosopher,
Blaise Pascal. Pascal says that there are three “orders” of reality that we grasp.

First is the order of quantities, or things of the physical world. That is enormous, and includes anything that science can measure,
like the universe. The second is the “order of the mind,” which appears to be nothing in quantity (the mind is not big, since it’s so
small compared to the universe). But the mind is actually greater than the universe, since it can actually measure and know it all.

Finally, is the “order of love.” At first, this seems so small compared to the universe or scientific demonstration (the first order). But
nonetheless, a single motion of love is infinitely greater than the “order of the mind”, because it represents what is “truly creative,
life giving, and saving power.” God is hidden in love, which cannot be measured, but can truly be felt by the soul. The soul is so
important, and needs to be fed. Our God feeds us with His Body and Blood! Thanks for feeding your soul!
