• Arrival: All contestants must be dressed & ready by 4:30 pm. (pageant begins at 5) 
• Doors will open for admission at 4:30. 
• Admission is $10 per person, ages 2 and under free. 
• Registration drop off dates are Sunday May 3 and Sunday May 17 (2-4pm) at the pavilion beside Muggleys. Last 

day to register is May 17, no exceptions. Email missrwbpageant@gmail.com for more information about our 
virtual registration option. 

• Dressing rooms wi ll tentatively be restrooms in the band-room area. Please note there are cameras in the open 
area of band-room so all changing must take place in the restrooms located inside open space. No makeup or 
hair to be done on-site; please limit to touch- ups only once you arrive. In the event of inclement weather, 
dressing rooms may be moved to locker rooms located outside of gym/near concession area. All updates 
about weather and any other pageant-related information wi ll be communicated via the Miss Red White & 

Boom Facebook page. For other questions, feel free to reach out to missrwbpageant@gmail.com. 

• Attire: Heirloom dresses for Tiny, Future and Little divisions. Pageant gowns for Petite, Junior, Teen and Miss. 

• On-Stage Question: Each contestant (excluding Tiny Miss) will draw an on-stage question (that has been 
chosen by the judges) that will account for a portion of their overall score. Questions will be chosen by judges 
on pageant day. 

• Donation Boxes: Each contestant will be provided a plain mailing box upon registration. If you register virtually, 
there will be designated places you can pick up a box. Box should be decorated in a patriotic fashion using the 
"Boots & Bling" theme for 2026 and turned in at the beginning of rehearsal on 6/5. At the end of rehearsal, 
contestants will vote on the box that shows the most personality and best embodies the theme of "Boots & 

Bling." Encourage all friends & family to submit cash or check donations on pageant day to their favorite 
contestant's box. Whoever brings in the most monetary donations will be crowned Miss Red White & Royal. 
Proceeds from donation boxes fund our scholarship.

~ Stage Presence - 30% (poise/personality/grace - How well does she communicate who she is through her 

non-verbal cues/posing on stage?) 
• Verbal Communication - 40% (clear articulation & thoughtful age-appropriate answers) (broken down by 

10% introductions; 30% on-stage question) 
0 Bio Sheet/Portfolio - 15% (bio sheet fully completed, typed or neatly written, makes sense, etc.) 
' Evening Gown - 15% (Does choice of color and si lhouette demonstrate an understanding of her features?) 
o Red White & Royal (highest monetary donations, see above for further details. Not scored. However, in the 

event of a tie for Royal, the tie- breaker will be given to the contestant with the higher stage score.) 
~ Photogenic (one awarded to each division, see below for more info. Not scored.) 
0 Most Personality (Voted on among contestants at the end of practice on 6/5/26 to choose the most fun box! 

Not scored.) 

• Photogenic: All contestants must submit one 8x10 headshot/photogenic photo. Photo must be 8xl0 with name 
and phone number on the back & are due with all registration paperwork. Photos wi ll be available for pickup at 
one of the back tables immediately after the pageant concludes. 

• Practice: A mandatory practice will be held at 5 pm on Friday 6/5. All contestants are required to attend. Please 
bring your decorated box so they may be voted on at the end of practice. 

• Prizes: Winner of Miss division will receive a $1000 scholarship, to be awarded after the conclusion of the RWB 
event. All queens (including Royal) will receive crown, personalized crown box, trophy, and banner. All runners­
up will receive a trophy. Photogenic & Most Personality winners will receive trophy & flowers.
