Each suite is equipped with a smoke detector that is connected directly
to the main fire alarm and the fire sprinkler system. The door to your
suite is a fire door. It will close automatically when the fire alarm goes
off. Do not prop it open, as this door is an added safety feature. Please
note, the door will be difficult to open after the fire alarm has sounded;
this is normal operating procedure and there’s no need to panic.
Signs outlining the fire procedures are posted in the elevator lobby on
each floor and at all pull stations.
Once the fire alarm has sounded, the elevators will return to the main
floor and cease operation. Knowing how to respond in a fire situation is
important. We encourage you to read and become familiar with these
procedures.
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
