2. Review “3 critical needs” from the sermon notes, Read the verses, and Discuss each application question. 
  

 
3. Have you noticed how the following works in your life?  What would you add to the equation? 

Communion → Motivation → Faithfulness → BOLDNESS 
 
 

4. How is Boldness about “contrast?” [Think about the past two messages] 
 

 
5. Read Ephesians 4:15 and 5:8-11.  What does it mean to speak truth?  Give some examples of doing this 

well and not doing this well. 
 
 

6. Review Jesus’ interaction with the woman at the well (John 4) and the woman taken in adultery (John 8).  
What can we learn about speaking truth from His example? 
 

 
7. Why are we often reluctant to take advantage of everyday opportunities to be BOLD?  READ II Tim. 2:15; 

Ephesians 4:15, and John 8:32. What are some important things to keep in mind based on these verses? 
 
 

8. What is and is not Boldness? How can we often “blow it” when speaking truth boldly? 
 
 

9. READ Acts 20:35 and Matthew 6:21. Give some examples of everyday bold generosity. 
 

 

10. Review and discuss the Generosity Journey from the sermon notes.  What are some ways you have grown 
in your generosity over the past two years of the BOLD Initiative?  

 
 

11. READ John 15:12 and I Corinthians 5:14-15.  Share some examples of how you have been impacted by the 
love of others recently.  Share some examples of everyday opportunities to show love and share Jesus 
with the people around us. 

 
 

12. Spend time praying for one another to grow in awareness of Everyday Opportunities and step into them.
