I. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR COMMITMENT

For the which cause I also suffer these 

things: nevertheless I am not ashamed: for I 

know whom I have believed, and am 

persuaded that he is able to keep that which 

I have committed unto him against that day.

II. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR CONVERSATION

Sound speech, that cannot be 

condemned; that he that is of the 

contrary part may be ashamed, 

having no evil thing to say of you.
Titus 2:8



II. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR CONVERSATION

Let no corrupt communication proceed 

out of your mouth, but that which is good 

to the use of edifying, that it may minister 

grace unto the hearers.

III. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR CLOSET

But thou, when thou prayest, enter into 

thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy 

door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; 

and thy Father which seeth in secret shall 

reward thee openly.

IV. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR CHILDREN

For this child I prayed; and the LORD hath 

given me my petition which I asked of him: 

Therefore also I have lent him to the LORD; as

IV. WE CAN GIVE HIM OUR CHILDREN

“Over the last 50 years children have become the focus 

and gravitational center of the nuclear family around which 

parents orbited instead of the traditional arrangement in 

which children orbited around their parents. This is a huge 

change because a critical job in early childhood is to get 

children weaned away from the total narcissism normal to 

infancy. With the children as the center of the family's 

actions and decisions, narcissism is at a minimum 

prolonged and may never significantly decline.”
