Q. Would a pastor ever be denied access
to funds for his parish?

A. No, not if the funds are in a custodial
account, which was opened by the parish
with  parish  funds. However, the
Foundation is obligated to follow donor
instructions in any trust account or
endowed fund that benefits a parish or
ministry within the Archdiocese of Mobile.
Typically a trust or endowed fund is set up
so that the beneficiary will receive 5%
annually calculated on 20 rolling quarters,
thus leaving the corpus of the trust
invested to grow and provide support
perpetually.
