Somewhere in this district lies the ancient manor of Bustardthorpe.  It is classified as a ‘Lost Ville’ in the Ainsty records, the exact site being unknown.  The last tax assessments was in AD1302.  The following facts taken from old records show that during the reign of Henry III, in AD1271, Thomas Bustard paid unto David Lardinarius (who was a caretaker of the Kings lands in the area) the sum of seven shillings yearly for land at Bustardthorpe.  All traces of the village have disappeared.  The Bustards were an ancient family said to date back to at least the time of the Norman Conquest.
