MY PERSONAL MESSAGE

those we personally know in Venezuela:

•Pastor Teylor, whom we have known 
since he was a young boy, serves with 
his family and is in need of two thou-
sand dollars to purchase a vehicle to 
use for church transportation, and they 
are also saving money for a more per-

manent church meeting location.  
•Pastor Antony’s young daughter just 
came through an orthopedic surgery that 
has resulted in major medical expense. 

•Pastor Rafael continues pastor-
ing, ministering to the deaf, and offering gospel lessons to the           

National Guard.

Exciting news! Bro. Mani has completed the translation work 
for the Mission @ Risk book for laymen and ministry workers.  
200 copies are being printed and distributed. Thank you! Your  
prayers and support continue to reach India with gospel truth 
- Amen! Keep praying that the Lord will protect those serving
