GENEL DAVRANIS KURALLARI
CAMILER
Tirkiye'de, gayrimislimlerin camiye girmelerine izin verilmektedir. Dua edilen saatte ve islam
dininin en kutsal giinii olan cuma giinlinde, bir camiyi ziyaret etmekten kaginmalidir. Bir camiye
girmeden 6nce ayakkabilar ¢ikarilmali ve giysilerle ilgili bazi kurallara dikkat edilmelidir. Ornegin
kadinlar cami ziyaretlerinde bas, omuz ve bacaklarini kapatmalidir. Erkeler; omuz ve bacaklarini
kapatmal, ziyarette pantolon tercih etmelidirler.

OTOBUS VE TRAMVAYLAR
Otobis ve tramvaylar, Ucret karsihgl bir yerden bir yere ulagsmak igin kullanilan toplu tasinma

araglaridir. Kamu otobis ve tramvaylarina biniste ulagim karti alinabilir. Toplu tasima araglarina 6n
kapidan binilir, arka kapidan inilir.

CEKiMLER ve FOTOGRAFCILIK

Genel olarak, her yerde fotograf c¢ekebilirsiniz. Birisi fotograflanmak istemiyorsa, bu dikkate

alinmalidir. Fotograf ve video ¢ekimi, polis ve askeri tesislerde yasaktir.

MUZELER ve ACILIS SAATLERI
Muzeler Turkiye genelinde pazartesi ginleri kapalidir. Genel olarak, 09:00-17:00 arasi agiktir.

Bazilari 12:00 - 13:30 arasi 6gle arasi kapatmaktadir. Agik hava antik arkeolojik miizeler giinesin
batisina kadar saat 09:00’dan itibaren ziyaret edilebilir.
SIRKLER VE YUNUS GOSTERILERI

Hayvan ihlalini engellemek igin litfen Yunus gosterilerine ve sirklere gitmeyiniz. Hicbir canli dogal
ortamindan alinip eglence amacgli kullanilamaz ve bundan mutluluk duyamaz.

ANTIKA

Her tirlG antika ihracati yasaktir. Yasagin uygulanmasi dikkatle kontrol edilir. Kliciik cam parcalari
dahil ciddi sekilde cezalandirilir. Mutlaka dikkat edilmeli. Antikalar, eski sikke, fosiller ( buna deniz
kabuklari da dahil) dogal taslar vb. ihracat etmek kanunen yasaktir. Bunu dikkate almamak hapis
ve para cezalariyla sonlanir. Bu ceza bitln bulunan ve genis anlamda bitln kiltlrel nesneler icin
gecerlidir.Tarihi eserler ve mizelere karsi duyarliliginizdan dolay! tesekkiir eder, istanbul’da
bulunan miuze ve tarihi alanlari da ziyaret etmenizin tarihi ve kiltlrel degerlere katki saglayacagini

hatirlatmak isteriz.

MOSQUES

In Turkiye, non-Muslims are allowed to enter mosques. However, visitors should avoid visiting a
mosque during prayer times and on Fridays, which is the holiest day in Islam.
Before entering a mosque, shoes must be removed, and certain dress codes must be observed.
For example, women should cover their head, shoulders, and legs when visiting mosques. Men
should also cover their shoulders and legs and are expected to wear trousers during visits.

BUSES AND TRAMS

Buses and trams are public transportation vehicles used to travel from one place to another for a fee. A
public transportation card can be purchased for boarding public buses and trams.
Passengers should board from the front door and exit from the rear door.

PHOTOGRAPHY AND FILMING

In general, photography is allowed in most places. If someone does not wish to be photographed, their
preference should be respected.
Photography and video recording are strictly prohibited in police and military facilities.

MUSEUMS AND OPENING HOURS

Museums throughout Turkiye are generally closed on Mondays.
They are usually open between 09:00 and 17:00, with some museums closing for a lunch break between
12:00 and 13:30.

Open-air archaeological sites can be visited from 09:00 until sunset.

CIRCUSES AND DOLPHIN SHOWS

To prevent animal abuse, please do not attend dolphin shows or circuses. No living being should be
removed from its natural habitat or used for entertainment, as animals cannot experience happiness
under such conditions.

ANTIQUES

The export of all types of antiques is strictly prohibited. Enforcement of this regulation is closely
monitored, and violations—including small glass fragments—are subject to severe penalties.
Exporting antiques, ancient coins, fossils (including seashells), natural stones, and similar items is
prohibited by law. Failure to comply may result in imprisonment and/or heavy fines.
These penalties apply to all discovered items and, broadly, to all cultural artifacts. We thank you for your
sensitivity toward historical artifacts and museums, and kindly remind you that visiting museums and
historical sites in Istanbul contributes to the preservation of cultural and historical heritage.
