Peter began to speak to them: “I truly understand that God shows no partiality, but in 

every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. You 

know the message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--he 

is Lord of all. That message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the 

baptism that John announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 

Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and healing all who were 

oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both 

in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree; but God 

raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us 

who were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose 

from the dead.

How to receive Holy Communion: 

Holy Communion will continue to be served in front of the altar.  After you receive the bread you may 

choose one of three options regarding the wine. 

1. DRINK: Immediately consume your bread and step to the chalice bearer to the right of the 

priest.  This is the common cup designated for you to take a drink from.  Dipping the bread into 

this cup is NOT permitted. 

2. INTINCT: Holding your bread, go to the chalice bearer to the left of the priest.  This cup is 

designated for intinction (dipping) only.  As you stand in front of the chalice bearer, they will 

offer the words of administration and you may dip your bread into the shallow cup.  Please note 

there is only a small quantity of wine in this chalice to ensure fingers do not touch the wine. 

3. NO WINE: Immediately consume your bread and carefully walk past the chalices if you desire to 

not take part in the wine.  Please know that receiving communion in one species only is still 

considered a full and valid communion.
