 A Reading from the Prophet Joel (2:23-32) 

O children of Zion, be glad and rejoice in the LORD your God; for he has given the 

early rain for your vindication, he has poured down for you abundant rain, the early 

and the later rain, as before. The threshing floors shall be full of grain, the vats shall 

overflow with wine and oil. I will repay you for the years that the swarming locust 

has eaten, the hopper, the destroyer, and the cutter, my great army, which I sent against 

you. You shall eat in plenty and be satisfied, and praise the name of the LORD your 

God, who has dealt wondrously with you. 

And my people shall never again be put to shame. You shall know that I am in the midst 

of Israel, and that I, the LORD, am your God and there is no other.

The Nicene Creed

People: It is right to give him thanks and praise. 

Celebrant: It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give   

thanks to you, Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth. For by water and the 

Holy Spirit you have made us a new people in Jesus Christ our Lord, to show forth 

your glory in all the world. Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels 

and Archangels and with all the company of heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to 

proclaim the glory of your Name:

Celebrant: Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 

People: Therefore, let us keep the feast.  

 

Celebrant: The gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance that 

Christ died for you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving. 

 



Communion 

How to receive Holy Communion: 

Holy Communion will be served in front of the altar. After you receive the bread you may choose 

one of three options regarding the wine. 

1. DRINK: Immediately consume your bread and step to the chalice bearer farthest from the 

priest                serving the bread. This is the common cup designated for you to take a drink from. 

Dipping the bread into this cup is NOT permitted. 

2. INTINCT: Holding your bread, go to the first chalice bearer who is holding a small glass cup. 

This cup is designated for intinction (dipping) only. As you stand in front of the chalice bearer, 

they will offer the words of administration and you may dip your bread into the shallow cup. 

Please note there is only a small quantity of wine in this chalice to ensure fingers do not touch the 

wine. 

3. NO WINE: Immediately consume your bread and carefully walk past both chalices if you desire 

to     not take part in the wine. Please know that receiving communion in one species only is still 

considered a full and valid communion.

Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living 

members  of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual 

food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood. Send us now into the world in 

peace, and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you with gladness and 

singleness of  heart; through Christ our Lord.
