5. The candidates should have successfully supervised at least 8 Ph.D. students.

6. The candidate shall have made a significant contribution to the field of Physiology as well as contribution(s) to the Physiological Society of Nigeria. Fellowship shall be awarded based on a long and consistent history of activities.

7. Must demonstrate outstanding scientific leadership. Towards this end, the nomination form is expected to be accompanied by a list and actual copies of the nominee’s 10 best publications which he/she regards as constituting distinguished contributions to knowledge and scholarship.

PROCEDURE
· Candidates applying to be fellows should download the nomination form through the website

· The nomination form shall be signed by at least TWO Fellows of PSN– one of them as proposer and another as seconder. 

· The nomination form should be sent along with the nominee’s curriculum vitae which must include a list of all publications (stating authors, dates, titles, journals including volume, number, and pages of publications).
