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2026 Boys & Girls Club Summer Program Schedule & Information
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Summer Program officially starts: Thursday, May 21, 2026, at 7:30 am

Summer Program Days & Hours of Operation:  Monday- Friday (7:30 am - 5:30 pm)

There is a $5 late fee per child if you pick your child or children up after 5:35 pm. If you arrive after 5:40 pm, then the late fee is $10 per child, after 5:45 pm the fee is $15 per child.  This must be paid when your child is picked up or before they return to the Boys & Girls Club’s activities. 

If you have not paid the 2026 Membership Fee and 2026 Summer Program Fee and do not have all forms filled out completely and turned in by May 1, 2026, or by the time the Summer Program is FULL, we ask that you do not leave your child at the Club.  There will be a $20 late fee if your child’s registration is not completed by Friday, May 1, 2026, if we still have spots available.  If you drop your child off without taking care of this obligation- you will be contacted to pick up your child. No exceptions.

Parents must come into the front entrance with their child to drop them off and to pick them up at the Boys & Girls Club, which allows us to better track your child.

We ask that each day when you drop off or pick up your child that you look at the information 
board for upcoming field trips, announcements and information in case of changes to the
 Boys & Girls Club printed activity schedule.

If your child is on a field trip or at the pool, we suggest giving them extra money to buy snacks because they will miss out on the free afternoon snack at the Boys & Girls Club.

If your child rides the bus to the pool, he/she must ride back to the Boys & Girls Club on our bus.  If for some reason you need to pick your child up during the time, he/she is at the pool, we ask that your child either not go to the pool that day or make arrangements with front desk staff ahead of time.  


Notice –This schedule is subject to change- Please look at the signup sheets on the front desk & large parent information board at the entrance of the Club each day when you drop off or pick up your child at the Boys & Girls Club. MAY 2026

Friday, May 1st- Registration starts for the 2026 Boys & Girls Club Football League. This league is for boys & girls ages 5-6, 7-8, and 9-10 as of August 1st, 2026.   The football fee is $60.00 per child, and the Cheerleading fee is $30.00 per child.  In addition to registering for the football league, a 2026 Club Membership and the $40.00 annual membership fee must be submitted.  A sports physical and a Tennessee ID card will be required before your child can attend the first practice.  We complete a background check on all coaches, and all coaches are required to take a concussion safety class and a sudden cardiac class to ensure your child is safe on the field.

Monday - Friday 7:30 am. - 5:30 pm.  Membership forms, Summer Program forms and fees must be completed and paid in full for your child to participate during the summer program.
