From the Desk of Fr. Tim

We just celebrated the 4" of July, Independence Day, a
couple of days ago. This independence brought about the
beginning of our country. We were no longer under control
of the British. With independence comes great responsibility.
We could now decide our own destiny. The success or failure
of this new country would depend on its citizens.

Most children long for freedom. This is one reason why the
teenage years can be a struggle in some families. This desire
for independence and freedom can sometimes cause a
teenager to act in a disrespectful manner. The teen is
challenging the authority over him/her. Life is preparing the
teen to venture out soon and seek his/her own destiny.For
the parents, it can be a painful process during this period of
their child’s life. The parents are still in charge and have a
great responsibility to make sure their child makes it safely
to adulthood, avoids the pitfalls of this world (e.g. alcohol
and drug abuse, reckless driving and behaviors,
pornography/promiscuity, (the list is almost endless)), and
learns to respect elders and authority figures. This
knowledge is not inherent. It must be taught. So, freedom
has its limitations. With independence comes great
responsibility.

It's the same in our spiritual life. Sometimes, someone may
long for independence. In this case it may mean freedom
from practicing the faith and having to go to church (see the
parable of the Prodigal Son, Lk 15:11-32). Some studies show
that 90% of the generation that has currently come to
adulthood no longer practices any faith tradition.This is
where the “none” category comes in that you may have
heard about. In a survey, one of the questions might be
“What religion do you practice?”A majority now check the
answer box, “none.”

This may seem to be a statement by many people about
independence; but is it true freedom? With independence
comes great responsibility. Freedom has its limitations. If we
look at the many ills of our society, we can easily see that too
much freedom has its drawbacks. “As long as freedom has
not bound itself definitively to its ultimate good which is
God, there is the possibility of choosing between good and
evil, and thus of growing in perfection or of failing and
sinning.” “The more one does what is good, the freer one
becomes. There is no true freedom except in the service of
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what is good and just. The choice to disobey and do evil is
an abuse of freedom and leads to “the slavery of sin.””
(CCC1732-1733)

So, am | free to do whatever | want? In one sense, yes, God
gives us free will to make our own choices.However, the
freedom to make bad choices only leads to less freedom,
e.g. alcohol and drug abuse, promiscuity, etc. (again, the
list is almost endless). Bad choices, selfish choices, only
lead away from freedom and into slavery. Sometimes
these choices may appear to be good. After all, aren't we
entitled to the pleasures of this world? Aren’t we entitled to
our own happiness? As we drift farther and farther away
from God as a society (remember the “nones”) we actually
drift farther and farther away from the freedom that Jesus
won for us. We slowly drift back into the myopic, self-
centered slavery to sin. We are actually losing our
independence and freedom.There appear to be a lot of
rebellious people in our country desiring to be left alone to
do whatever they want.The devil laughs at us. The devil
would like as many people as possible to follow his lead of
rebellion.

Only in knowing and following Jesus faithfully will we know
true freedom.“This is my chosen Son; listen to him.” (Lk
9:35) Jesus came to lead us out of slavery and into the
freedom of being God's beloved sons and daughters. Itis a
freedom that He won by sacrificing His life on the cross.
Jesus' loss of independence/life won the victory (see Jn
16:33). That is how huge the stakes are for our true
freedom. With independence comes great responsibility.
Freedom has its limitations. Please choose wisely, your
immortal soul is at stake.

First Year of Parish Families

On July 1, 2024, the 136 parishes in the Archdiocese of Seattle became 60 parish families, with eight stand-
alone parishes. Led by a pastor or pastoral coordinator, along with a parochial vicar, parish families just
completed the first year of the three-year process of creatively re-envisioning parish life to bring the love of
Jesus Christ to others in Western Washington.

Focused on welcoming and getting to know each other, this first year was full of community events, pastor
meet and greets and getting to know the gifts of each parish in a parish family.

Pastors met their assigned parish liaisons who will support the parish family through the process. First steps
for staff included getting to know each other and for some parishes, joint staff retreats were held.

Later in the year, each parish family formed new groups including the Parish Family Leadership Team
comprised of parish staff and the Parish Family Advisory Council comprised of parishioners representing the
rich diversity of the parishes in the parish family.

Now that these groups are in place, the parish family will dive into the planning work outlined in the One
Parish Planning process. This process is designed to help parish families develop a vision for the future and
the plan to execute it — ensuring these are grounded in listening and community discernment to foster local
decision-making.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Tim

Hace un par de dias celebramos el 4 de julio, Dia de la
Independencia. Esta independencia marc6 el inicio de nuestro
pais. Ya no estdbamos bajo el control britdnico. La
independencia conlleva una gran responsabilidad. Ahora
podiamos decidir nuestro propio destino. El éxito o el fracaso
de este nuevo pais dependeria de sus ciudadanos.

La mayoria de los nifios anhelan la libertad. Esta es una de las
razones por las que la adolescencia puede ser una lucha en
algunas familias. Este deseo de independencia y libertad a
veces puede llevar a un adolescente a actuar de forma
irrespetuosa. El adolescente esta desafiando la autoridad que
lo domina. La vida lo esta preparando para aventurarse
pronto y buscar su propio destino. Para los padres, puede ser
un proceso doloroso durante esta etapa de la vida de su hijo.
Los padres siguen a cargo y tienen la gran responsabilidad de
asegurarse de que su hijo llegue sano y salvo a la edad adulta,
evite las dificultades de este mundo (por ejemplo, el abuso de
alcohol y drogas, la conduccion y las conductas imprudentes,
la pornografia/promiscuidad, [la lista es casi interminable]) y
aprenda a respetar a los mayores y a las figuras de autoridad.
Este conocimiento no es innato. Debe ensefiarse. Por lo tanto,
la libertad tiene sus limites. Con la independencia viene una
gran responsabilidad.

Lo mismo ocurre en nuestra vida espiritual. A veces, alguien
puede anhelar independencia. En este caso, puede significar
liberarse de la practica de la fe y de la obligacion deirala
iglesia (vea la parabola del Hijo Prddigo, Lc 15:11-32). Algunos
estudios muestran que el 90% de la generacién que
actualmente ha llegado a la edad adulta ya no practica
ninguna tradicidn religiosa. Aqui es donde entra en juego la
categoria "ninguna”, de la que quizas haya oido hablar. En una
encuesta, una de las preguntas podria ser ";Qué religion
practica?". La mayoria ahora marca la casilla de respuesta
"ninguna".

Esto puede parecer una afirmacion de muchos sobre la
independencia; pero ;es verdadera libertad? La
independencia conlleva una gran responsabilidad. La libertad
tiene sus limitaciones. Si observamos los numerosos males de
nuestra sociedad, podemos ver facilmente que el exceso de
libertad tiene sus inconvenientes. "Mientras la libertad no se
haya ligado definitivamente a su bien dltimo, que es Dios,
existe la posibilidad de elegir entre el bieny el mal, y asi
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crecer en la perfeccion o fallar y pecar". "Cuanto mas se
hace el bien, mas libre se llega a ser. No hay verdadera
libertad, sino al servicio del bien y la justicia. Optar por
desobedecer y hacer el mal es un abuso de la libertad y
conduce a la "esclavitud del pecado™" (CIC 1732-1733).

Entonces, ¢soy libre de hacer lo que quiera? En cierto
sentido, si, Dios nos da libre albedrio para tomar nuestras
propias decisiones. Sin embargo, la libertad de tomar
malas decisiones solo conduce a menos libertad, por
ejemplo, el abuso de alcohol y drogas, la promiscuidad,
etc. (de nuevo, la lista es casi interminable). Las malas
decisiones, las decisiones egoistas, solo nos alejan de la
libertad y nos llevan a la esclavitud. A veces, estas
decisiones pueden parecer buenas. Después de todo,
¢acaso no tenemos derecho a los placeres de este mundo?
¢Acaso no tenemos derecho a nuestra propia felicidad? A
medida que nos alejamos cada vez mas de Dios como
sociedad (recuerde a los "ningunos"), en realidad nos
alejamos cada vez mas de la libertad que Jesus gan6 para
nosotros. Lentamente, volvemos a la esclavitud miope y
egocéntrica del pecado. En realidad, estamos perdiendo
nuestra independencia y libertad. Parece que hay mucha
gente rebelde en nuestro pais deseando que la dejen en
paz para hacer lo que quiera. El diablo se rie de nosotros.
Al diablo le gustaria que la mayor cantidad posible de
personas siguieran su ejemplo de rebelion.

Solo conociendo y siguiendo fielmente a Jesus,
conoceremos la verdadera libertad. "Este es mi Hijo
elegido; escichenlo" (Lc 9,35). Jesus vino para liberarnos
de la esclavitud y guiarnos hacia la libertad de ser hijos
amados de Dios. Es una libertad que El conquisté al
sacrificar su vida en la cruz. La pérdida de la
independencia/vida de Jesus le dio la victoria (cf. Jn 16,33).
Asi de grande es lo que esta en juego para nuestra
verdadera libertad. La independencia conlleva una gran
responsabilidad. La libertad tiene sus limites. Por favor,
elijan con sabiduria, su alma inmortal esta en juego.

Primer Ano de Familias Parroquiales

El1 de julio de 2024, las 136 parroquias de la Arquididcesis de Seattle se convirtieron en 60 familias
parroquiales, con ocho parroquias independientes. Lideradas por un parroco o coordinador pastoral, junto con
un vicario parroquial, las familias parroquiales acaban de completar el primer afio de un proceso trienal de
reimaginar creativamente la vida parroquial para llevar el amor de Jesucristo a los demas en el oeste de
Washington.

Enfocado en dar la bienvenida y conocernos unos a otros, este primer afio estuvo lleno de eventos
comunitarios, encuentros con pastores y conocer los dones de cada parroquia en una familia parroquial.

Los parrocos se reunieron con sus enlaces parroquiales asignados, quienes apoyaran a la familia parroquial
durante el proceso. Los primeros pasos del personal incluyeron conocerse entre si y, en algunas parroquias, se
celebraron retiros conjuntos.
