From the Desk of Fr. Tim

A conversation between a beloved disciple (BD) and a
Guardian Angel (GA). BD: Mumbles to self: “I don't go to
confession that much anymore because | don't really have
anything to confess.” GA: “Ah-hum (clears throat). Excuse me,
on the contrary, you do.” BD: “Who are you? And why are you
talking to me that way?” GA: “I know all about you. | have been
with you since your earliest days.” BD: “I've never seen you
before!” GA: “Don't be concerned. I'm your Guardian Angel.”

BD: “Oh great, just what | need, a stranger telling me that he is
my Guardian Angel.” Silently thinks: Let me grab my cell
phone just in case | need to call 9-1-1. GA: “You don't have to
call 9-1-1. You are safe with me.” BD: “l wasn’t going to call 9-
1-1." GA: “You were thinking of calling 9-1-1. See, you do have
to go to confession. You just told a lie.” BD: “Now you are
really making me nervous.” GA: “Let me put you at ease. | will
prove that I am your Guardian Angel. (GA relates several
major events in detail in the life of BD)

BD: Amazed at what just happened. “How do you know all
those things? | had forgotten about some of them, but you
just reminded me of them.” GA: “I told you; I'm your Guardian
Angel. I've been with you since the beginning of your life.” BD:
“Oh My God! | can't believe this. Why can | see you, and why
are you talking with me?” GA: “God sent me to show you the
value of the sacrament of confession. You thought that you
didn’t have to go because you had no major sins.” BD: “That’s
true. | don't really do much anymore. The opportunities to sin
aren't there anymore like they used to be.” GA: “Not true. “Sin
is a demon lurking at the door; his urge is toward you, yet you
can be his master."” (Gen 4:7) BD: “What does that mean?”
GA: “l just quoted Scripture.” BD: “Oh, no wonder. I'm
Catholic. I rarely read the Bible.” GA: “To your detriment.
God's word gives life and sheds light on the path to holiness.”
BD: Looking disinterested, “Whatever.”

GA: “Your lack of concern only leads to your harm. “Ignorance
of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.”” BD: (Thinking: I'm not
going to win this argument) “Let’s get back to confession. Why
should | go?” GA: “The grace of the sacrament not only
forgives sins; it also provides grace to overcome faults.” BD:
“I'm not that bad of a person. | don't have that many faults.”
GA: Ah-hum (clears throat again). You have several faults,
most of which you have blinded yourself to.” BD: “Really? Like
what?” GA: “Pride, envy, gluttony, anger, being judgmental,
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gossip, lust, unforgiveness ..."” BD: Interrupting, “OK, stop!
Talk about being judgmental, aren’t you judging me?” GA:
“You asked. Besides, God provided me with the list of your
sins.” BD: “The list can't be that long!” GA: “We might be
here for quite a while if I listed each one out individually. |
could do that if you would like.” BD: “NO!"” Starting to feel a
little depressed now. “Am | really that bad?” GA: “No. God
just wants everyone to avoid sin and strive for holiness. It
takes constant work. This is one reason why God gave
people the sacrament of confession.”

BD: “So, how can regular confession help me?” GA: First of
all, habitual sins, even venial ones need constant work to
overcome. Confessing the same sins over and over again
helps in the battle against those faults. We grow in virtue by
the help of God's grace to battle against those faults. The
grace of the sacrament is spiritual strength for the battle.”
BD: “Confessing the same sins drives me nuts! | don't feel
like I'm winning the battle.” GA: “Perseverance is the key.
The devil wants people to give up. That makes his job easier.
He is lurking at the door, but you can be his master. The
grace of the sacrament helps you to avoid opening the door
as much as possible. It takes diligence, fortitude, and
perseverance to fight the battle. But God wants to assure
everyone that He is always there to help you in the battle.
You never fight the battle alone.” BD: “It sure feels like it
sometimes.” GA: “O ye of little faith!” BD: “You were quoting
Scripture again, weren't you? | recognized that one.” GA:
“See, you can do it. There is always hope.” BD: “Thank
goodness for that. You had me worried.” GA: “Each person
should work out their salvation with fear and trembling.”
(Phil 2:12) Your constant goal should be attaining heaven.”
BD: “Will I ever succeed?” GA: “I am with you always and
praying for you constantly. My mission is to help you
succeed. Don't ever give up. God’s grace is always available
to help you.”

“The way of perfection passes by way of the Cross. There is
no holiness without renunciation and spiritual battle.”
(Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 2015) “You have
been told, O man, what is good, and what the Lord requires
of you; Only to do the right and to love goodness, and to
walk humbly with your God.” (Mic 6:8)
