From the Desk of Fr. Tim

One of the events that we hope to have this September is a Mass
for all the Catholic Schools in our family 45. Each September, not
too long after the school year has begun, many of the students
and teachers gather to celebrate a Mass of the Holy Spirit. We
want to begin the school year by invoking the Holy Spirit to bless
our students and teachers with knowledge and wisdom so that all
may learn and teach well. God is the source of knowledge and
wisdom, and it is good to seek His help. We can envision a kind of
Pentecost with the Holy Spirit descending upon them, providing
and filling them with His grace.

Knowledge and wisdom are two of the gifts that we pray for
when someone receives the sacrament of Confirmation.
Knowledge, to come to know many new things that God wants to
teach us; and wisdom, the ability to use that knowledge wisely.
Not only does God provide these gifts, but He also provides the
grace to use them well. We should always humbly approach God
for help in growing in these virtues, and for the guidance to use
them for the building up of His Kingdom and for the good of
others. When we do this, we also benefit by growing in God’s
grace and in holiness.

One does not have to be in school to pray for these graces.
Someone of any age can benefit from these gifts of the Holy
Spirit. We are all students in God's school of grace. God is always
teaching us new things, if we pay attention. The learning never
stops. None of us graduates until our last day when God calls us
home. This is why it is important to keep studying about our faith
and working toward this day of graduation. Hopefully, on that
day we will hear the words of Jesus, “Well done, my good and
faithful servant. ... Come, share your master’s joy.” (Mt 25:21)

Alice didn't know why she bothered to keep up her prayers and
devotions. It all seemed like God wasn't paying attention. She
never felt anything special when she prayed. In fact, most of the
time her prayers were a struggle, and she just seemed to be
going through the motions. “Does this all really make any
difference in my life?” she often thought. But she did it anyway,
despite the frustrations and the monotony. Alice also looked at
the state of the world. Even though she prayed for conversion,
reconciliation, and peace the world seemed to be going in the
opposite direction. “Why bother? It doesn’t look like my prayers
help at all. Things just seem to get worse.” With the
encouragement of the priest and others at her church, she didn't
give up and kept praying.

After a long life, Alice was called home. She found herself
standing before Jesus. He was calmly and lovingly looking at
her. She was overcome with joy at seeing Him. Jesus said,
“Well done, Alice!” Alice said, “I didn’t do much. | don't feel
like I did anything special. Why did You say “Well done?™”
“Alice,” Jesus replied, “you were faithful and persevered. The
road you traveled may have seemed monotonous, but you
faithfully kept on the path that | chose for you to take. You
didn’t veer off of it to take another one that may have seemed
more exciting. Besides, your prayers helped many people that
struggled in life. Many experienced conversion and got back
of the right path because of your efforts.” “I never knew,”
Alice said with a feeling of surprise and wonder. “But now |
know, and I'm glad that | didn't give up despite wanting to
many times.”

“Prayer is both a gift of grace and a determined response on
our part. It always presupposes effort. The great figures of
prayer of the Old Covenant before Christ, as well as the
Mother of God, the saints, and he himself, all teach us this:
prayer is a battle. Against whom? Against ourselves and
against the wiles of the tempter who does all he can to turn
man away from prayer, away from union with God.” “[O]Jur
battle has to confront what we experience as failure in
prayer: discouragement during periods of dryness; ...
disappointment over not being heard according to our own
will; ... The conclusion is always the same: what good does it
do to pray? To overcome these obstacles, we must battle to
gain humility, trust, and perseverance.”

“The Holy Spirit is the living water “welling up to eternal life”
in the heart that prays.” Prayer in the events of each day and
each moment is one of the secrets of the kingdom revealed to
“little children,” ... It is right and good to pray so that the
coming of the kingdom of justice and peace may influence the
march of history, but it is just as important to bring the help
of prayer into humble, everyday situations; all forms of prayer
can be the leaven to which the Lord compares the kingdom.”
(Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC) 2725, 2727, 2652,
2660) “In the same way, the Spirit too comes to the aid of our
weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but
the Spirit itself intercedes with inexpressible groanings.” (Rom
8:26)

Proto-Cathedral New Mass Times
Effective Now!

After consultation with many people and groups, the
Archdiocese has given approval for the Sunday Mass
times at the Proto-Cathedral to be changed. Starting
September 7, 2025, the Mass times on Sunday will
be 8:00 and 10:30 am. The 8:00 am Mass will not have
any music like the 7:30 Mass is now. The 10:30 am Mass
will have music like the 11:00 Mass has now. One of the
reasons for the change is that the 3 English Masses on
Sunday are typically between 25% - 35% capacity of the
church. Reducing to 2 Masses should increase the
capacity. A second reason is that 3 Masses back-to-back
is difficult on the priest. Celebrating 2 Masses will help
ease the stress on the priest. A third reason is the priest
shortage. The number of available priests continues to
decrease. Itis also getting more difficult to recruit priests
from other countries. We should prepare for this to
continue. A fourth reason is that having the Masses at
8:00 and 10:30 will allow more time for Children’s Faith
Formation classes between those Masses. Families won't
feel rushed, and children will have extra time to learn
those valuable lessons about our faith.

The Vietnamese Mass time will also be moving from 1:30 pm
to 12:30 pm, also effective September 7. Confession for this
Mass will move to 12:00 pm.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Tim

Uno de los eventos que esperamos celebrar este septiembre es
una Misa para todas las Escuelas Catdlicas de nuestra Familia 45.
Cada septiembre, poco después del inicio del afio escolar,
muchos alumnos y profesores se retnen para celebrar una Misa
del Espiritu Santo. Queremos comenzar el afio escolar invocando
al Espiritu Santo para que bendiga a nuestros alumnosy
profesores con conocimiento y sabiduria, para que todos puedan
aprender y ensefiar con éxito. Dios es la fuente del conocimiento
y la sabiduria, y es bueno buscar su ayuda. Podemos imaginar
una especie de Pentecostés con el Espiritu Santo descendiendo
sobre ellos, proveyéndolos y llenandolos de su gracia.

El conocimiento y la sabiduria son dos de los dones que pedimos
al recibir el sacramento de la Confirmacién. El conocimiento, para
aprender muchas cosas nuevas que Dios quiere ensefiarnos; y la
sabiduria, la capacidad de usar ese conocimiento con sabiduria.
Dios no solo nos concede estos dones, sino que también nos da la
gracia para usarlos bien. Siempre debemos acudir humildemente
a Dios en busca de ayuda para crecer en estas virtudes y de guia
para usarlas en la edificacién de su Reino y para el bien de los
demas. Al hacerlo, también nos beneficiamos al crecer en la
gracia de Dios y en la santidad.

No es necesario estar en la escuela para orar por estas gracias.

Por eso es importante seguir estudiando sobre nuestra fe y
trabajando para ese dia de graduacion. Ojala que ese dia
escuchemos las palabras de Jesus: "Bien hecho, siervo buenoy
fiel... Ven a compartir la alegria de tu sefior" (Mt 25:21).

Alicia no sabia por qué se molestaba en mantener sus oraciones y
devociones. Parecia que Dios no le prestaba atencién. Nunca
sentia nada especial al orar. De hecho, la mayoria de las veces,
sus oraciones eran una lucha, y parecia simplemente seguir el
ritmo. "¢De verdad todo esto cambia algo en mivida?", pensaba a
menudo. Pero lo hacia de todos modos, a pesar de las
frustraciones y la monotonia. Alicia también observaba el estado
del mundo. Aunque oraba por la conversidn, la reconciliacién y la
paz, el mundo parecia ir en la direcciéon opuesta. ";Para qué me
molesto? Parece que mis oraciones no ayudan en absoluto. Las
cosas solo empeoran". Con el apoyo del sacerdote y otros
miembros de su iglesia, no se rindid y siguié orando.

7 DE SEPTIEMBRE DE 2025

Después de una larga vida, Alicia fue llamada a casa. Se
encontré de pie ante Jesus. El la miraba con calmay amor. Ella
se sintié invadida de alegria al verlo. Jesus dijo: "iBien hecho,
Alicia!" Alicia dijo: "No hice mucho. No siento que haya hecho
nada especial. ;Por qué dijiste: "iBien hecho!"?" "Alice",
respondio Jesus, "fuiste fiel y perseveraste. El camino que
recorriste puede haber parecido monétono, pero fielmente te
mantuviste en el sendero que elegi para ti. No te desviaste de
él para tomar otro que podria haber parecido mas
emocionante. Ademas, tus oraciones ayudaron a muchas
personas que luchaban en la vida. Muchos experimentaron la
conversion y se desviaron del camino correcto gracias a tus
esfuerzos". "Nunca lo supe", dijo Alicia con un sentimiento de
sorpresa y asombro. "Pero ahora lo sé, y me alegro de no
haberme rendido, a pesar de haber querido hacerlo muchas
veces".

La oracién es a la vez un don de la gracia y una respuesta
decidida de nuestra parte. Siempre presupone esfuerzo. Las
grandes figuras de la oracion de la Antigua Alianza antes de
Cristo, asi como la Madre de Dios, los santos y él mismo, nos
ensefian esto: la oracién es una batalla. ;Contra quién? Contra
nosotros mismos y contra las asechanzas del tentador que
hace todo lo posible por apartar al hombre de la oracién, de la
unién con Dios. Nuestra batalla debe afrontar lo que
experimentamos como fracaso en la oracién: el desanimo en
los periodos de sequedad; la decepcidn por no ser escuchados
segun nuestra propia voluntad; la frustracién por no ser
escuchados seglin nuestra propia voluntad. La conclusién
siempre es la misma: ;de qué sirve orar? Para superar estos
obstaculos, debemos luchar por ganar humildad, confianzay
perseverancia.

El Espiritu Santo es el agua viva que brota hasta la vida eterna
en el corazdn que ora. La oracion en los acontecimientos de
cada dia y de cada momento es uno de los secretos del reino
revelado a los pequefos. Es justo y bueno orar para que la
venida del reino de justicia y paz influya en la marcha de la
historia, pero es igual de importante llevar la ayuda de la
oracion a las situaciones humildes y cotidianas; todas las
formas de oracién pueden ser la levadura con la que el Sefior
compara el reino.
