From the Desk of Fr. Kyle
Biblical Imagery: The Threshing Floor

The scriptures are full of powerful images designed to help the
reader connect lofty spiritual teachings to everyday
experiences such as fishing and farming. As powerful as these
images are, they are sometimes lost to us in the non-agrarian
world of the 21* century. Still, I think with a bit of explanation,
these images can be just as powerful today as they were two
millennia ago.

One of these images is the “threshing floor”. Any society that
grows wheat has to find a way of separating the nutritious
grain from the useless chaff, or husk, that surrounds the grain.
Both parts were similar in color, so just picking out the grains
would be difficult and inefficient. In 1 century Palestine, the
primary method of separating these two was to pile the wheat
in a circle and use a plow animal to trample (or “thresh”) the
plant to crack open the grains of wheat (see image 1). Farmers
would then pitch the wheat in the air to separate it, hence the
name “pitchfork”. The grains were dense and would fall back
to the ground, while the hollow chaff would blow away in the
wind. The farmer would then gather all the grains off the
threshing floor to be sold at market.

Of course, wind wasn't always reliable, so a handheld fan
called a winnowing fan was sometimes waved to blow away
the last small pieces of chaff (see image 2). This way, all the
useless parts were removed - usually gathered to be burned -
and you would be left with pure grains. It was a thorough
separation of the good and the bad parts of the wheat
harvest.

During Adent, the image of the threshing floor appears in the
gospel of Matthew chapter 3. John the Baptist says,

“Il am baptizing you with water, for repentance,
but the one who is coming after me is mightier
than I... He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit
and fire. His winnowing fan is in his hand. He will
clear his threshing floor and gather his wheat into
his barn, but the chaff he will burn with
unquenchable fire."

Imagine wheat being pitched in the air, and some of the parts
that initially appeared good blew away while the substantial
grain landed on the ground. This is like God's judgement. “God
does not judge by appearance, but looks at the depths of the
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heart (1 Sam 16:7). Just before John the Baptist says the
above lines, a few pharisees came to be baptized and
John accuses them of being a “brood of vipers”; they
appeared to be substantial, holy men of God, but in
reality they were hollow on the inside. They called
themselves faithful, but did not act accordingly. So, just
like the chaff blows away in the wind because it is hollow
and has no substance, so they will be judged
accordingly. Thus the heart of John's message: repent!

This Advent, may you live a substantial life of Christ, and
so become good grain that God will use to nourish our
world that hungers for the Lord!

Advent Family Traditions
Advent, the liturgical season
before Christmas, is a great
opportunity for families to enjoy
joyful, faith-based traditions
that keep the focus of the
season on the anticipation of
Jesus.

Desde el escritorio del Padre Kyle

Imagenes Biblicas: La Era
Las escrituras estan llenas de imagenes impactantes

disefiadas para ayudar al lector a conectar las elevadas
ensefanzas espirituales con experiencias cotidianas como la
pescay la agricultura. Por muy poderosas que sean estas
imagenes, a veces se nos escapan en el mundo no agricola del
siglo XXI. Aun asi, creo que, con un poco de explicacion, estas
imagenes pueden ser tan poderosas hoy como lo fueron hace
dos milenios.

Una de estas imagenes es la "era". Cualquier sociedad que
cultiva trigo debe encontrar la manera de separar el grano
nutritivo de la cascara inutil que lo rodea. Ambas partes eran
de color similar, por lo que simplemente separar los granos
seria dificil e ineficiente. En la Palestina del siglo |, el método
principal para separarlas era amontonar el trigo en circulo y
usar un animal de arado para pisotear (o "trillar") la planta y
abrir los granos (ver imagen 1). Los agricultores luego
lanzaban el trigo al aire para separarlo, de ahi el nombre de
"horca". Los granos eran densos y caian al suelo, mientras que
la cascara hueca se la llevaba el viento. El agricultor luego
recogia todos los granos de la era para venderlos en el
mercado.

Claro que el viento no siempre era constante, asi que a veces
se agitaba un aventador para retirar los Ultimos trozos de paja
(ver imagen 2). De esta manera, se retiraban todas las partes
inutiles —generalmente recogidas para quemarlas—y
quedaban granos puros. Era una separacion minuciosa de las
partes buenas y malas de la cosecha de trigo.

Durante el Adviento, la imagen de la era aparece en el
Evangelio de Mateo, capitulo 3. Juan Bautista dice:

“Yo los bautizo con agua para que se arrepientan,
pero el que viene después de mi es mds poderoso
que yo... El los bautizard con el Espiritu Santo y
fuego. Su aventador estd en su mano. Limpiard su
era y recogerd su trigo en su granero, pero
quemard la paja con fuego inextinguible.”

Imaginen que se lanza trigo al aire, y que algunas de las partes
que inicialmente parecian buenas se esfuman, mientras que el
grano sustancial cae al suelo. Esto es como el juicio de Dios.
"Dios no juzga por las apariencias, sino que mira lo profundo
del corazén" (1 Sam 16:7). Justo antes de que Juan el Bautista

dijera estas lineas, unos fariseos vinieron a bautizarse y
Juan los acusa de ser "generacion de viboras"; parecian
ser hombres de Dios sustanciales y santos, pero en
realidad eran huecos por dentro. Se decian fieles, pero
no actuaban en consecuencia. Asi, como la paja se la
lleva el viento porque es hueca y no tiene sustancia, asi
también seran juzgados en consecuencia. Ahi el mensaje
central de Juan: jarrepiéntanse!

iQue en este Adviento vivamos una vida sustancial de
Cristo y lleguemos a ser buen grano que Dios utilizara
para nutrir nuestro mundo que tiene hambre del Sefior!
