(Letters and page numbers below refer to the sections in “The Divine Liturgy for Clergy and Laity” found in the pews)
A: First Antiphon (pg. 18): Shout with joy to God, all the earth; sing to His Name, give glory to His praises.
Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us.

Say to God: How awesome are Thy works; let all the earth worship Thee, and sing to Thee. Let it sing a song to
Thy Name, O Most High. (Refrain)

Glory... Both now... (Refiain)

B: Second Antiphon (pg. 20): May God have mercy upon us, and bless us, and may He cause His face to shine upon us,
and have mercy upon us.

Refrain: Save us, O Son of God, Who art risen from the dead, who sing to Thee: Alleluia.

That Thy way may be known upon earth, Thy salvation among all nations; let the peoples give thanks to Thee, O
God, let all the peoples give thanks to Thee. (Refrain)

May God bless us, and may all the ends of the earth fear Him. (Refrain)
Glory... Both now... O, only begotten Son and Word of God...

C: Third Antiphon and Little Entrance (pg. 24): Let God arise, and let His enemies be scattered, and let them that hate
Him flee from before His face.

Refrain: Christ is risen from the dead, trampling down death by death; and upon those in the tombs,
bestowing life!

As smoke vanisheth, so let them vanish; as wax melteth before the fire. (Refrain)

So let sinners perish at the presence of God, and let the righteous be glad. (Refrain)

This is the day which the Lord hath made; let us rejoice and be glad therein. (Refrain)
o After the verses of the Third Antiphon, chant the following:

D: Entrance Hymn: In the gathering places bless God the Lord, from the springs of Israel. Save us, O Son of God, Who
art risen from the dead, who sing to Thee: Alleluia.
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o After the Little Entrance, sing these hymns in the following order:
E. Troparia:

o Troparion of the Resurrection — Tone 2: When Thou didst submit Thyself unto death, O Thou deathless and
immortal One, then Thou didst destroy hades with Thy Godly power. And when Thou didst raise the dead from
beneath the earth, all the powers of Heaven did cry aloud unto Thee: O Christ, Thou giver of life, glory to Thee.

o Troparion of St. Joseph of Arimethea — Tone 2: The noble Joseph, taking Thine immaculate Body down from the
Tree, and having wrapped It in pure linen and spices, laid It for burial in a new tomb. But on the third day Thou didst
arise, O Lord, granting to the world Great Mercy.

e  Troparion of the Myrhh-Bearing Women — Tone 2: Unto the myrrh-bearing women did the Angel cry out as he
stood by the grave: Myrrh-oils are meet for the dead, but Christ hath proved to be a stranger to corruption. But cry
out: The Lord is risen, granting to the world Great Mercy.

o Troparion of All Saints of North America

F: Kontakion of Pascha — Tone 8: O Immortal One, when Thou didst descend into the tomb, Thou didst destroy the
power of Hades; and Thou didst rise victorious, O Christ God. Thou hast said to the ointment-bearing women: Rejoice!
And Thou gavest peace to Thy Disciples, O Bestower of Resurrection to those Who had fallen.

G: Trisagion (pg. 28): Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal, have mercy on us.

H: Liturgy of the Word: (pg. 31)

o FEpistle: Acts 6:1-7;8

o  Gospel: Mark 15:43 — 16:8

I: Megalynarion of Pascha — Tone 1: The Angel cried unto her that is full of grace: O pure Virgin, rejoice, and again [
say, rejoice; for thy Son hath arisen from the grave on the third day.

Shine, shine, O new Jerusalem, for the glory of the Lord hath arisen upon thee; dance now and be glad, O Zion, and do thou
exult, O pure Theotokos, in the arising of Him Whom thou didst bear.
