He hath delivered us from the depths of Hades,
granting the world the Great Mercy.

o Troparion of Sts. Peter and Paul — Tone 4: O foremost in the ranks of Apostles, and teachers of the world,
Peter and Paul, intercede with the Master of all to grant peace unto the world, and to our souls the Great
Mercy.

e Troparion of All Saints of North America — Tone 1: The first fruits of sanctity....

27 in The Divine Liturgy for Clergy and Laity): O undisputed
intercessor of Christians, the Mediatrix who is unrejected by the Creator: Turn not away from the voice of our petitions,
although we be sinners. Come to us, in time, with aid as we cry unto thee in faith, for thou art good. Hasten to us with
intercessions, O Theotokos, who dist ever intercede for those who honor thee.
