TRANSFIGURATION OF JESUS

The transfiguration is a highly symbolic story. Jesus took his inner circle of apostles—Peter, James, and John—up a 
mountain, which in the Bible is a place of revelation, so it was clear something important was about to happen.

These three apostles then saw Jesus as part of another important trio, completed with Moses and Elijah, symbols 
of Israelite tradition. As if that were not spectacular enough, the voice of God itself made an appearance, uttering two 
thundering phrases: “This is my Son” and “Listen to him.”

Unfortunately, none of the apostles’ reactions showed that they understood what had just happened. First, they were half-
asleep when the whole thing started—not the last time that would happen at a key moment. They were terrified to the point 
of talking nonsense about building shelters for the holy figures. Then on the way down they started an off-topic debate about 
the resurrection and Elijah.

The apostles did not grasp significance of Jesus having a sacred conversation with Moses and Elijah. It identified Jesus 
with the law and the prophets. Jesus had the same authority as these two pillars of Israel’s tradition. and how that authority 
came from the same God. To leave no doubt, God’s voice drove home the point with words heard at an earlier affirmation of 
Jesus’ status, his baptism: “This is my son, the beloved” (Matt. 3:17).

 It is wonderful to find inspiration in a shining vision of Jesus, but the message to the church then and now is that 
witnessing glory is one thing, following is another. After the vision is over, you look up and see, as the apostles did, “Jesus 
only,” and you realize that, to get to the further glory of eternal life, you must follow him to the cross.

TRANSFIGURACIÓN DE JESUS
La transfiguración es una historia altamente simbólica. Jesús llevó a su círculo íntimo de apóstoles (Pedro, Santiago y Juan) 

a una montaña, que en la Biblia es un lugar de revelación, por lo que estaba claro que algo importante estaba por suceder.
Estos tres apóstoles vieron entonces a Jesús como parte de otro trío importante, completado con Moisés y Elías, símbolos 

de la tradición israelita. Como si eso no fuera lo suficientemente espectacular, la voz de Dios mismo hizo acto de presencia, 
pronunciando dos frases atronadoras: “Este es mi Hijo” y “Escúchenlo”.

Desafortunadamente, ninguna de las reacciones de los apóstoles mostró que entendieron lo que acababa de suceder. 
Primero, estaban medio dormidos cuando todo comenzó, no sería la última vez que sucedería en un momento clave. Estaban 
aterrorizados hasta el punto de decir tonterías sobre la construcción de refugios para las figuras sagradas. Luego, en el camino 
hacia abajo, comenzaron un debate fuera de tema sobre la resurrección y Elías.

Los apóstoles no entendieron el significado de que Jesús tuviera una conversación sagrada con Moisés y Elías. Identificaba 
a Jesús con la ley y los profetas. Jesús tenía la misma autoridad que estos dos pilares de la tradición de Israel. y cómo esa 
autoridad venía del mismo Dios. Para no dejar dudas, la voz de Dios resaltó el punto con palabras escuchadas en una 
afirmación anterior del estado de Jesús, su bautismo: “Este es mi hijo, el amado” (Mateo 3:17).

 Es maravilloso encontrar inspiración en una brillante visión de Jesús, pero el mensaje para la iglesia de entonces y ahora 
es que presenciar la gloria es una cosa, seguirla es otra. Después de que termina la visión, miras hacia arriba y ves, como lo 
hicieron los apóstoles, “sólo a Jesús”, y te das cuenta de que, para llegar a la mayor gloria de la vida eterna, debes seguirlo hasta 
la cruz.
