In 

the Gospel, Jesus calls us his sheep and reminds us why coming 
together as a flock is so important: uniting in community, we 

imitate the unity of God.

DO WE FOLLOW THE GOOD SHEPHERD?

We begin by being with Jesus, being taught by him, and following his lead as a good shepherd. Most people hear “good shepherd” and 
think of those who are ordained bishop or priest. But the behavior we associate with a good shepherd – protecting and providing for those 
who cannot do for themselves – is the responsibility of all the baptized. We, the baptized, are more than passive onlookers of the example 
of Jesus, say, like visitors to an art museum, enjoying what they see, and then going home unchanged.

Our faith in Jesus is participatory: our life is hidden with Christ in God. And so, if Jesus is a good shepherd, protecting and providing 
for others, then his followers do the same. The behavior of a good shepherd is reflected in the Catholic Church’s long and well-defined 
body of social teaching, rooted in the example and teachings of Jesus.

Catholic social teaching hinges upon two cardinal principles: respect for human life and dignity, and the common good. The common 
good ensures that all people enjoy the things needed to live in dignity: productive work and fair wages, food and shelter, education and 
health care, protection from harm, and the right to emigrate when these are unavailable in one’s homeland.

We might disagree about how people are afforded access to things needed for dignified living, but there should be no disagreement 
that people have a right to them.

And among the goods that all people have a right to share in, the most fundamental is the right to life, without which advocating for 
other rights just does not make sense.

As Pope Francis says: The defense of unborn life is linked to the defense of every human right. It involves the conviction that a human 
being is always sacred and inviolable. Once this conviction disappears, so do solid and lasting foundations for the defense of human rights 
( Joy of the Gospel, 213-214).

Based on the common good and respect for human life and dignity, we have a responsibility to provide for and protect those unable 
to do for themselves. That responsibility is greatest when others are least able to do for themselves, say, a child in the womb or an aged 
person. Our responsibility may decrease as the other person’s ability increases, but it never goes away entirely. We care about and so care 
for others, no matter who it is, regardless of whether that person is judged worthy, asks nicely, is aware of the cost, or is grateful.

How do I live as a good shepherd, protecting and providing for others?

La mayoría de la gente escucha “buen 
pastor” y piensa en aquellos que son obispos o sacerdotes ordenados. Pero el comportamiento que asociamos con un buen pastor, proteger 
y proveer a aquellos que no pueden hacerlo por sí mismos, es responsabilidad de todos los bautizados. Nosotros, los bautizados, somos más 
que espectadores pasivos del ejemplo de Jesús, digamos, como visitantes de un museo de arte, disfrutando de lo que ven y luego regresando 
a casa sin cambios.

Nuestra fe en Jesús es participativa: nuestra vida está escondida con Cristo en Dios. Y así, si Jesús es un buen pastor, protegiendo 
y proveyendo a los demás, entonces sus seguidores hacen lo mismo. El comportamiento de un buen pastor se refleja en el largo y bien 
definido cuerpo de enseñanza social de la Iglesia Católica, arraigado en el ejemplo y las enseñanzas de Jesús.

La doctrina social católica gira en torno a dos principios cardinales: el respeto por la vida y la dignidad humanas, y el bien común. El bien 
común asegura que todas las personas disfruten de las cosas necesarias para vivir con dignidad: trabajo productivo y salarios justos, comida y 
vivienda, educación y atención médica, protección contra daños y el derecho a emigrar cuando no estén disponibles en la patria de uno.

Es posible que no estemos de acuerdo sobre cómo las personas tienen acceso a las cosas necesarias para una vida digna, pero no debería 
haber desacuerdo en cuanto a que las personas tienen derecho a ellas.

Y entre los bienes que todas las personas tienen derecho a compartir, el más fundamental es el derecho a la vida, sin el cual abogar por 
otros derechos simplemente no tiene sentido.

Como dice el Papa Francisco: La defensa de la vida no nacida está ligada a la defensa de todos los derechos humanos. Implica la 
convicción de que el ser humano es siempre sagrado e inviolable. Una vez que esta convicción desaparece, también desaparecen los 
fundamentos sólidos y duraderos para la defensa de los derechos humanos (La alegría del Evangelio, 213-214).

Sobre la base del bien común y el respeto por la vida y la dignidad humanas, tenemos la responsabilidad de proveer y proteger a 
quienes no pueden valerse por sí mismos. Esa responsabilidad es mayor cuando otros son menos capaces de hacerlo por sí mismos, 
por ejemplo, un niño en el útero o una persona mayor. Nuestra responsabilidad puede disminuir a medida que aumenta la capacidad 
de la otra persona, pero nunca desaparece por completo. Nos preocupamos y nos preocupamos por los demás, sin importar quién sea, 
independientemente de si esa persona se considera digna, pide amablemente, es consciente del costo o está agradecida.
