GOSPEL REFLECTION FOR 
NEXT SUNDAY

Be alert next week. It will be easy to hear the parable 
from the view point of the master. That’s a mistake. 
The real issue is not how the boss treats the servant 

but how the servant understands their role. It reveals 
another virtue that is not popular these days, especially 
among younger people and the highly privileged: Duty. 
In the disciple of Jesus, there is no room for the “Look 
what I have done” attitude. In fact, there is no time for 
such vainglory at all, because there is always more to 

do. Created and sustained in every breath by God, we 
know that we owe everything to God. The apostles cry 
out: “Increase our faith” at the beginning of this section 
aware of what task lies ahead. Jesus suggests that it is not 
a matter of quantity, but simply a matter of trusting the 
faith that God has given and then fulfilling their duty as 
disciples. For us as well, it will never be a matter of how 

much or more faith, but of a life consistent with the 
faith we already have in fulfilling our duty as servants. 

That is what it will take to bring the fulfillment of God’s 
saving plan: servants who know and fulfill their duty.

composed to be enjoyed at leisure is listened to in order to identify a period or style. Thus, colleges and universities meant to be places for 
quiet learning have become places of fierce competition, in which the rewards go to those who produce the most and the best.

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SEPTEMBER: A RECOMMITMENT TO STEWARDSHIP
The Gospel reading seems confusing until we concentrate on the details, are we praising a dishonest steward? 

Why is he being praised for being dishonest? In understanding this passage, it helps to remember that at this time in 
history, agents acted on behalf of their master. The steward was praised because he collected the full amount of the 
debt owed to his master. The debt that was reduced or eliminated was his commission. So even though he was guilty 
of squandering the rich man’s property, he was honest in collecting the master’s debt payments.

He was also praised for being prudent. By eliminating his commission, he charged the debtors less and made 
friends with them. They became obligated to him. Instead of being a victim of circumstance, he turns a tough 
situation around to benefit himself by making friends with the debtors. The parable does not praise dishonesty, it 
praises the ability to use our material resources wisely in a time of crisis. The steward knew he needed friends more 
than he needed the commission money.

The true riches in this gospel passage have nothing to do with money and everything to do with spiritual blessings, 
such as the seven fruits of the Holy Spirit: love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, 
and self-control, and most importantly a relationship with God. These true riches cannot be bought with any amount 
of money, no matter how wealthy you are.

Stewardship is the grateful response of a Christian disciple who recognizes 
and receives God’s gifts and shares these gifts in love of God and neighbor.
