Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time

Today’s reading from the book of Wisdom presents an 
image of a patient God who “rebuke[s] offenders little by little” 

(Wisdom 12:2), an image endorsed by the psalmist, singing 
of how the LORD is “slow to anger and of great kindness, and 

compassionate toward all his works” (Psalm 145:8, 9). The 
crowd with Jesus, however, grumbles when they see Jesus’s 
kindness and compassion extended to Zacchaeus, who was 

not just a tax collector, but the “chief tax collector”—a title that 
surely emphasizes his standing as a sinner to be scorned. In 
the second reading, Saint Paul urges the Thessalonians to be 
“worthy” of God’s calling, so that “the name of our Lord Jesus 
may be glorified in you” (2 Thessalonians 1:12); such people, 
unlike the crowd in the Gospel, would rejoice at Zacchaeus’s 
determination to change his life after encountering Jesus.

our salvation by the death and resurrection of his 
Son. This faith gives hope provides meaning and 

purpose for our days and nights until we shall move 
beyond time. Nothing is revealed that should lead 
us to be swayed or confused by an unhealthy and 

unholy fascination with seances, mediums, psychic 
and advisors who claim contact with the dead. Out of 

body experiences have nothing to do with faith and life 
everlasting. They are distractions to a people who are 
urged by the Gospel to keep their feet on the ground 
and stick with what we know to be true, that God is a 

God of the living and our relationship with that God is 
all that matters.

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HOW TO LIVE BY FAITH  
The Sycamore tree created a clear line of vision for Zaccheus. It helped him to rise above the crowd and see the Lord 

clearly. It placed him in the right position for the invitation that would follow. Jesus told him to come down for he was 
coming to his house! Imagine the thrill. For us, the Sycamore tree is a symbol of that place in our own lives which enables 
us to have a sharp vision of Jesus. Zaccheus did not hesitate. With the same lack of caution which he had demonstrated 
in climbing the tree, he came down to stand in the presence of God Incarnate. There he heard the call that would forever 
change his life. So may it be with all of us. When God calls, we have only one choice, to respond without reserve.

Zaccheus was not unlike some of us in our own day, separating “what we do” from “who we are”. “After all,” we may tell 
ourselves, “we are simply trying to make a living.” Yet Zaccheus wanted to see Jesus more than he wanted to maintain his 
economic comfort. Jesus knew that. He had come to Jericho that day seeking to save the lost. He knew Zaccheus like He 
knows each one of us. The “crowds” around Zaccheus may have deemed him as unworthy of the encounter that was about 
to occur, but God did not see him this way. Jesus saw Zaccheus’ heart and he drew him to Himself. Each one of us should 
find hope in this story because, literally or figuratively, we have compromised in our lives. In our work, by failing to live 
fully the implications of our faith. In our family, by failing to love in the way that we know we ought, sacrificially. The ‘Good 
News’ is that no matter what has happened in our past, Jesus walks into the dusty streets of our own lives this very day. We 
need to be in position to see Him and respond to His loving invitations.
