GOSPEL REFLECTION FOR 
NEXT SUNDAY

Unlike the other Gospels, Matthew gives us Joseph 
as the lead actor in this drama that unfolds. Three 

times he is instructed by and angel to do something, 
and three times he does. Matthew insists that the 

human response to the gift of saving grace must be 
active not passive. Joseph’s story could seem odd just 
before we proclaim again the Birth of Christ and our 
redemption. Yet, what does this event mean except 
that God has taken some initiate among us, and we 

can’t sit around in awe, singing “Glory to God in the 
Highest” all day long. If Joseph means anything and 
has any role in the story and tradition of the Nativity, 
it is that it all happened because someone was willing 

to act and do something outside of the normal, 
typical everyday way of doing things. We are left with 

the only conclusion to draw from this - that if the 
Reign of God is ever to reach its fulfillment, it will 
be because we have become like Joseph and opened 
ourselves to the Word and Will of God deciding to 

do something beyond the inadequate options our live 
and our times usually offer.

(con-fide, with trust) in the presence of God together in community (see Matthew 24). That is the attitude of waiting that 

allows us to be people who can live in a very chaotic world and survive spiritually.

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THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT – MEANING AND SYMBOLISM
The word “Advent” comes from the Latin word adventus, which means 

“coming.” Advent in the 4th and 5th century was a time of preparation for the 
baptism of new Christians. Christians would spend 40 days in prayer and fasting to 
prepare for the celebration that accompanied the baptism of new believers.

Over time, advent was connected to the coming of Christ. Originally, Christians 
used this term to reference Christ’s second coming, but by the Middle Ages, Advent 
was connected to Christ’s first coming that we celebrate at Christmas.  Today, we 
celebrate Advent over the four weeks leading up to Christmas each year. 

Advent season is an invitation to set your mind off the stresses of the year. We 
can take our focus off the crazy hustle of the season and the sadness that could 

accompany the different ways some of us may be choosing to observe the holiday season this year. Even when things feel chaotic, 
we can find peace in Jesus. Advent is a chance to focus our thoughts on the gift God has given us in his son Jesus who stepped 
down from heaven and took the form of a man so that we might believe.

The tradition for the third Sunday of Advent includes lighting a third sometimes pink candle that is a symbol of joy. This third 
Sunday of Advent we read, pray, and reflect on the joy that God’s plan gives us (foretold by the prophets and fulfilled by the life 
and death of Christ), and we meditate on the promise of Christ’s coming glory-filled return.

The third Sunday of Advent is traditionally called Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete is the Latin word for rejoice, and this Sunday is 
the time for us to rejoice because Jesus came and died so that we may live forever with him!

Stewardship is the grateful response of a Christian disciple who recognizes 
and receives God’s gifts and shares these gifts in love of God and neighbor.

TERCER DOMINGO DE ADVIENTO – SIGNIFICADO Y SIMBOLISMO
La palabra “Adviento” proviene de la palabra latina adventus, que significa “venir”. El Adviento en los siglos IV y V fue 

un tiempo de preparación para el bautismo de los nuevos cristianos. Los cristianos pasarían 40 días en oración y ayuno para 
prepararse para la celebración que acompañó al bautismo de los nuevos creyentes.

Con el tiempo, el advenimiento se conectó con la venida de Cristo. Originalmente, los cristianos usaban este término para 
hacer referencia a la segunda venida de Cristo, pero en la Edad Media, el Adviento se relacionó con la primera venida de Cristo 
que celebramos en Navidad. Hoy celebramos el Adviento durante las cuatro semanas previas a la Navidad de cada año.

La temporada de Adviento es una invitación a dejar de pensar en el estrés del año. Podemos dejar de enfocarnos en el loco 
ajetreo de la temporada y la tristeza que podría acompañar las diferentes formas en que algunos de nosotros podemos elegir 
observar la temporada navideña este año. Incluso cuando las cosas se sienten caóticas, podemos encontrar paz en Jesús. El 
Adviento es una oportunidad para centrar nuestros pensamientos en el don que Dios nos ha dado en su hijo Jesús, que bajó del 
cielo y tomó forma de hombre para que pudiéramos creer.

La tradición del tercer domingo de Adviento incluye encender una tercera vela, a veces rosa, que es un símbolo de alegría. 
Este tercer domingo de Adviento leemos, rezamos y reflexionamos sobre la alegría que nos da el plan de Dios (anunciado por los 
profetas y cumplido por la vida y muerte de Cristo), y meditamos sobre la promesa del regreso glorioso de Cristo.

El tercer domingo de Adviento es tradicionalmente llamado Domingo de Gaudete. Gaudete es la palabra latina para 
regocijarse, y este domingo es el momento para que nos regocijemos porque Jesús vino y murió para que podamos vivir para 
siempre con él.
