Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jesus sent out seventy-two disciples to spread the Good News and 
continue the work Jesus had begun. They had not yet experienced 

the Good News of the resurrection, but following Jesus, they 
proclaimed that the Kingdom of God was at hand and healed the 

sick. Jesus had them pack light, taking only peace with them. 
Whatever town they entered and whatever home, they were to 
greet the people with peace, even if the people did not want 

to hear what they had to say. When the seventy-two returned, 
they were most pleased by the fact that they had power over 
evil forces. Jesus told them not to think so much about that as 
the fact that they had already been assured of salvation. There 
are many places in our lives where we, too, can be missionaries. 

Sometimes we find ourselves in situations where we work, in 
our neighborhoods, or with our children’s friends where we can 
show God’s love in a single gesture of caring or kindness. Simply 

accepting another person is a way of showing them that the 
Kingdom of God has begun.

A question is raised with next week’s parable about a 
Samaritan. It concerns goodness. In other words, what 

makes this person “good.” He is not good because 
he does something thoughtful. His goodness does 

not come from stopping and picking up a victim. His 
goodness is found in the relationship into which he 

enters. There is more than a good deed here. There is 
a commitment made that lasts at least until he returns. 
This is not a passing act of charity. He does way more 
than help someone get up and get well. He is going 
to come back and make sure that everything is O.K. 

He does not expect the Inn-keeper to just take care of 
things in a sort-of “Somebody should do something” 

attitude. He accepts responsibility and in doing so, 
a relationship is born, and that is when he becomes 

good. The parable speaks powerfully to us about God’s 
goodness. It raises more serious questions than, “Who 
is my neighbor?” It proposes what it might be like for 
us to live together without the fences and differences 

we devise so easily keeping others from getting what we 
have and absolving ourselves from the relationships and 
responsibilities to which we are called by our God who 

wants us to be good.

A key theme of today’s Gospel is discipleship—its challenges, its difficulties, and its rewards. Sharing in the mission of Jesus 

is difficult, but everyone is called to do it, not just some professionals trained for ministry.
When we were baptized, we also became disciples of Jesus Christ, our mission is to spread the Gospel and evangelize others. 

To achieve this, we need to be aware of the gifts God has given us and to use them to the best of our ability. To do this, we need 
to:

•  grow in awareness of one’s own gifts.
•  become more aware of the variety of ministries, activities, and gifts that are present at St. Agnes, 
      (These are listed on the Stewardship page in the bulletin).
• grow in appreciation of the gifts of others.
• have a sense of the unity of the members of the Church: the Mystical Body of Christ.
• name and understand the stages of the journey of faith one is currently in and identify the next small step in development 
toward becoming a fully engaged missionary disciple.
• offer gifts to a ministry based on an increased understanding and realization of one’s own gifts.
In today’s Gospel, Jesus sends His disciples out with no money bag, no sack, and no sandals to teach them that we can trust 

in God to provide what we need.
One day we will have to give an account of how we have used the many gifts God has given us. Have we used them to help 

others?
