As Jesus announced his mission, he made it clear that there 
would be no compromising.

He knew already that there were divisions among 
the Jewish leaders. He warned his followers that they, too, might 

face divisions among their own families. While these repercussions 
would cause pain, it would also mark the coming of God’s 

Kingdom. Sometimes we have to take an unpopular stand against 
the ideas of others. When we say “no” to someone who wants to 
hear “yes,” division is created. Parents make decisions that serve 
a purpose and guide the formation of their children. Friends may 
say “no” to each other creating division. Of course, healing and 
reconciliation are vital to the growth of all relationships; and this 

is basically the same concept as today’s Gospel. There will be hard 
and unpopular acts associated with following Jesus. As a loving 

parent, God won’t compromise the plan. As loving family members, 
we also understand God’s motive!

A question begins next week’s Gospel. It does not get an 
answer because it is the wrong question. “How many will 
be saved?” someone asks. They should have been asking 

if they would be saved. That is all that matters. In our 
times, I think we have drugged ourselves on the image of 
a merciful and loving God, which we often fail to imitate. 
As a result,  we hardly ever think that there might actually 

be a gate where credentials are needed to pass through. 
We live in a political and social system today that works 
like this: you can get whatever you want and whatever 
you need if you know the right people or have enough 
cash. To that, this Gospel says: “NOT SO.” Some think 
that knowing about Jesus is enough because they have 
been to Bible Study and quoting his words is enough. 

This Gospel says: “NOT SO.” There is a very important 
word in next week’s Gospel that we ought to take 

seriously. “Strive.” That is the issue. Striving is a life-long 
project. It is a discipline that takes practice. Striving gets 

us to look at everything we do, think, and say, questioning 
how it gives God glory. Striving is the breaking of our 

lives like the broken bread and broken body of Christ in 
service of someone else. Striving is a readiness to ask for 
forgiveness, and then give what we receive. These are the 

things that are moving us toward that narrow door.

forms of following are typically centered on “me.” In hero worship, we may be looking for a vicarious self by losing our 
identity in that of the hero. In many therapeutic movements, we may be searching for inner harmony or healing. When 
Jesus says, “Follow me,” he is calling us to let go of “me” and to gradually say, “You, Lord, are the one.” Jesus calls us to 

leave our “me” world, trusting that being at home in God we will discover who we truly are.

Sadly, many people are unaware of their spiritual gifts or abilities. When these gifts go unrecognized or 

unused, both the individual and the community miss out. Others suffer when we withhold the gifts meant to 
bless them. So, how can we know what God is calling us to do? How do we discover our gifts—and how do we 
use them?

Each of us is uniquely created by God, with specific gifts and talents meant to serve His purpose. The 
journey to discovering these gifts begins with discernment—a gift in itself.

 The Discernment Process
•	 Start with Prayer: Ask God for guidance. He knows your heart better than anyone and will help you 

recognize your gifts.
•	 Seek Wisdom from Others: Talk with loved ones. What do they admire in you? Often, others can see 

your strengths more clearly than you can.
•	 Reflect on Your Natural Abilities: Are you someone people turn to for advice or comfort? Even 

seemingly “ordinary” traits can become extraordinary when used to bless others.

PECADO CAPITAL DE LA PEREZA
El Papa Francisco advirtió que la pereza es un pecado que 
“el diablo puede usar para aniquilar nuestra vida espiritual”, 

y señaló que la tristeza “es la semilla del diablo”. Por ello, nos 
invita a recordar que el agua de nuestro Bautismo es “símbolo 

de nuestra fuerza”.
«Pensemos también en nosotros —dijo el Papa—, si alguno está 

en peligro de resbalar en la pereza, en ese pecado ‘neutral’. 
Es eso que no es ni blanco ni negro, algo indefinido, que nadie 

sabe bien lo que es. Es un pecado que el diablo puede usar 
para aniquilar tanto nuestra vida espiritual como nuestra vida 

personal».
La pereza es un veneno, una niebla que rodea el alma y le 

impide vivir. Nos conduce a la comodidad, al servicio hecho a 
medias, a apropiarnos de lo que no nos pertenece. De siervos 

pasamos a sentirnos amos, lo que nos lleva a la soberbia, al 
orgullo, a tratar mal a los demás y a sentirnos importantes 

solo por el hecho de ser cristianos, como si ya lo tuviéramos 
todo ganado: “soy cristiano, tengo la salvación”, y tantas otras 

justificaciones.
La pereza es también como una droga: si la pruebas seguido, te 

gusta, y terminas volviéndote dependiente. Pero, en realidad, 
la pereza no es tanto una causa como un efecto. Cuando una 

persona permanece inactiva, indolente o apática, solemos 
decir que es perezosa. Sin embargo, como enseñan los Padres 

del Desierto, la raíz suele ser la acedia, que significa “falta de 
cuidado”.

Quien cae víctima de este vicio parece aplastado por un deseo 
de muerte: todo le desagrada; la relación con Dios se le vuelve 
tediosa, incluso los actos más santos que antes le encendían 
el corazón ahora le parecen inútiles. La persona comienza a 
lamentar el paso del tiempo, a añorar la juventud que siente 

perdida para siempre.
La acedia ha sido llamada el “demonio del mediodía”: nos atrapa 

en medio del día, cuando el cansancio está en su punto más 
alto y las horas que restan parecen monótonas e imposibles de 

sobrellevar.
Pero la fe que es puesta a prueba por la acedia no pierde 

su valor. Al contrario, es una fe verdadera, profundamente 
humana, que a pesar de todo —a pesar de la oscuridad que 
la rodea—, continúa humildemente creyendo. Es una fe que 
permanece en el corazón, como las brasas que siguen vivas 

bajo la ceniza: siempre permanecen.
Si alguno de nosotros cae en este vicio, en la tentación de la 

acedia, que intente mirar hacia dentro y custodiar esas brasas 
de la fe.
