The people in the large crowd that Jesus addressed in today’s 
Gospel were deeply committed to loving and honoring their 
parents. That’s why Jesus’ words must have been shocking 

to them saying that they must turn from their parents (some 
translations even say “hate”). The point Jesus wanted to make 
was that nothing, not family nor possessions, could interfere 

with a person’s choice to follow Jesus. Followers of Jesus were 
to carefully calculate their commitment. Jesus meticulously 
helped them understand this process by comparing it to a 
builder who carefully planned out the structure to be built 

before breaking ground or to a military leader who calculated 
the size of his army versus the opponent’s. The follower must 
be willing to pay the price of discipleship before making the 

choice so that he/she doesn’t quit the commitment.

Next weekend, an ancient Feast of the church takes 
us deep into faith’s deepest mystery and symbol. 

The “Exaltation of the Holy Cross.” This is a feast of 
strange contradictions. To exalt the cross is to admit 

shame. To exalt the cross is the embrace weakness. To 
exalt the cross is to admit our failures. In so doing, we 
embrace the power of God to turn the cross into a sign 
of victory. This feast speaks to all who have known sin, 
have failed, been disgraced, and disappointed. It speaks 
of God’s power and God’s love reminding us that God 
has embraced all of this and more through the betrayal 
and death of his son. So, the cross which we lift high 

is both the cross of shame and the cross of God’s 
mercy. It is both an instrument of death and a source of 

life. It is the end and the beginning, shame and glory, 
defeat and victory. Only those who know forgiveness, 
recovery, and healing can understand the riddle of the 
cross. For those who seek to understand that riddle, it 

must be first be embraced in all its ugliness and shame, 
just as those we hear of in the first reading. They had 

to be bitten by serpents in the desert and feel that sting 
before they could ever begin to rejoice in that serpent 

on the pole.

LA ENVIDIA
Es conocida como uno de los pecados más antiguos del 

mundo: el odio de Caín hacia Abel se desata cuando se da 
cuenta de que los sacrificios de su hermano le agradan a 

Dios. Caín era el primogénito de Adán y Eva, y había recibido 
la parte más considerable de la herencia paterna; sin 

embargo, bastó con que Abel, el hermano menor, lograra 
una pequeña hazaña para que Caín se tornara sombrío.

El rostro del envidioso es siempre triste: su mirada está 
baja, como si buscara algo en el suelo, pero en realidad no 
ve nada, porque su mente está envuelta en pensamientos 
llenos de maldad. La envidia, si no se controla, conduce al 

odio hacia el otro. Abel morirá a manos de Caín, que no pudo 
soportar la felicidad de su hermano.

La envidia ha sido estudiada no solo en el ámbito cristiano, 
sino también por filósofos y pensadores de diversas

Por eso san Pablo exhorta a los cristianos:
“Ámense cordialmente unos a otros; que cada cual estime a 

los otros más que a sí mismo” (Rm 12,10).
¡He aquí el verdadero remedio contra la envidia!

El papa Francisco nos advierte:
“Estemos atentos, porque es una carcoma que entra en el 

corazón de todos nosotros y nos lleva a juzgar mal a la gente, 
porque dentro hay una rivalidad: él tiene una cosa que yo no 

tengo. Estas rivalidades nos llevan a descartar a la gente, 
nos llevan a una guerra: una guerra doméstica, una guerra 
en el barrio, en el lugar de trabajo. Desde el mismo origen, 
es la semilla de la guerra: la envidia y los celos. La envidia 
causa amargura en el interior y es vinagre en el corazón”.

Recordemos siempre que el remedio contra la envidia es el 
amor y la gratitud: aprender a contar las bendiciones que
