Parents often live this Gospel well. Better than most people, 
they know what it means to “serve” without expecting a reward. 

For many, parenthood is reward enough. Jesus explained to 
the disciples in this passage that service was a requirement of 

discipleship. When the disciples asked how they could have more 
faith, Jesus explained that faith was a gift. Faith is not something 
we control, but only something we can appreciate as a gift from 
God. To show our appreciation, however, Jesus demonstrated 
through a lesson of service how we can show our thankfulness 
to God for the gift of faith. When we share our faith with others 

and demonstrate it by showing the love of God to those we meet, 
we proclaim our gratitude. Is there someone you know in your 

neighborhood or family whose zest for life has diminished? Perhaps 
you know someone who is ill, elderly, or worried. As a family reach 
out to that person with a phone call, a colorful picture, or a visit. 
Sometimes people enjoy focusing on something other than their 
own problems, and your family may offer just the diversion they 

are looking for.

We take a look at a Samaritan next weekend. He’s an 
outcast, not just because he is a leper. He is a foreigner 
coming from what the Israelites thought was a terrible 

place full of awful people. Jesus sends all of them to “the 
priest.”  They all go, and if the priest did what he should 
have done, the Samaritan would have been thrown out 
while the others would have been welcomed back into 

the community. With no place to go, he returns to Jesus. 
The others just go back to the way things were. There is 
something important here. The nine did what they were 
told and no more. The Samaritan did the same but more. 
Somehow that little extra makes a difference and makes 

a story to share about salvation, about what it means, and 
about what happens to someone who does more than just 
ask Jesus for something they want. Luke writes to us with 
a reminder that just doing what you are told to do is not 
quite enough. That stuff makes Jesus sad. Doing a little 
more than is expected seems to draw one closer to the 

one who saves. These verses leave us to think about how 
much we can and what is expected or commanded of us. 
They also remind us that prayer is not just about begging 
for something. It is the prayer of gratitude that shows real 

character and faith.

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ALL LIFE IS A GIFT FROM GOD

According to Pope Francis, the story of Lazarus teaches us that other people are a gi�. Right relationships with our 
brothers and sisters consist of gratefully recognizing their value. �e poor man at our door is not a nuisance; rather, he is 
a summons to conversion and change. Lazarus invites us to open the doors of our hearts to others, to see them as a gi�, 
whether they be our neighbor next door or the poor person we meet on the streets.

In a few short days, we begin the month of October, which is Respect Life Month in our Catholic faith. �e 2025 
theme Respect Life Month is “Life: Our Sign of Hope”. �is theme ties into the ongoing Jubilee Year of Hope and 
emphasizes that the dignity of every person is to serve as a beacon of hope for a better world. �e way we treat the most 
at risk and the most vulnerable in society, people like Lazarus, is a testament to how we respect human life. As the story of 
Lazarus calls us to reach out to the poor and the vulnerable, may our words and actions respect the dignity of all human 
life and God’s creation.  (Fr. Lincoln)

John Paul II once said: “We cannot stand idly by, enjoying our own riches and freedom, if, in any place, the Lazarus 
of the twentieth century stands at our doors. In the light of the parable of Christ, riches and freedom mean a special 
responsibility. Riches and freedom create a special obligation. And so, in the name of the solidarity that binds us all 
together in a common humanity, I again proclaim the dignity of every human person: the rich man and Lazarus are both 
human beings, both of them equally created in the image and likeness of God, both of them equally redeemed by Christ, 
at a great price, the price of the ‘precious blood of Christ’ (1 Pet 1:19)” (Homily in Yankee Stadium, 2 October 1979).
