It is clear from this passage in Luke’s Gospel that 
when the world ends, some terrifying events will 
occur. The clear message, however, is that we 

should not face these events with apprehension, 
but rather with trust — trust that God wants us 

to have everlasting life with him. Instead of being 
afraid, we are called to ¿nd strength and courage 
in God’s love and persevere in our faith. Today’s 
Gospel makes it clear that we should persevere 

in our faith and be faithful disciples. We are most 
responsible for evangelizing our own children. 
There is an expression, “Faith is caught, not 

taught.” How do our children see us live out our 
faith? How do we witness the greatness of God’s 

love and our personal response to that love? Share 
with your child(ren) what it means for you to walk 

with Jesus.

Según la tradición, el martirio de San Pedro 

tuvo lugar en los jardines de Nerón, en el 

Vaticano, donde se había construido el circo de 

Calígula, y se aïrma que fue sepultado cerca 
de ese lugar. Algunos autores sostienen que, 
en el año 258, las reliquias de San Pedro y San 
Pablo fueron trasladadas temporalmente a 
una catacumba poco conocida llamada San 
Sebastián, con el ïn de evitar su profanación. 
Años después, las reliquias regresaron al sitio 
donde se hallaban originalmente.

En el año 323, el emperador Constantino 
inició la construcción de la basílica de San Pedro sobre el sepulcro del Apóstol. La basílica permaneció 
prácticamente idéntica durante dos siglos, y poco a poco los papas fueron estableciendo junto a ella, al 
pie de la colina vaticana, su residencia. El altar mayor se erigió directamente sobre la tumba de Pedro.

El martirio de San Pablo tuvo lugar a unos once kilómetros del de San Pedro, en Aquae Salviae 
(actualmente Tre Fontane). Su cadáver fue sepultado a unos tres kilómetros de allí. La gran iglesia de San 
Pablo Extramuros fue construida principalmente por el emperador Teodosio I y el papa san León Magno. 
En 1823 fue destruida por un incendio, pero posteriormente se reconstruyó siguiendo el modelo de la 
anterior, y fue consagrada por el papa Pío IX en 1854.

Rafael, Bramante, Miguel Ángel y Bernini, eximios maestros de la expresividad artística occidental, 
trabajaron en estas basílicas plasmando en ellas lo mejor de su arte. La basílica de San Pedro mide 
212 metros de largo, 140 de ancho y 133 de altura; ningún otro templo del mundo cristiano la iguala en 
proporciones.

Esta celebración nos brinda la ocasión de resaltar el signiïcado y el valor de la Iglesia. La belleza 
y la grandeza de las basílicas deben recordarnos la “solidez” de esa “Iglesia”, fundamento de nuestra 
esperanza y conïanza:

“Yo te digo que tú eres Pedro, y sobre esta piedra ediïcaré mi Iglesia, y las puertas del inïerno no 
prevalecerán contra ella.”
