ideas with one another about what a king is. What 
does a king do? What might his responsibilities be? 
How would a king care for his people? Consider the 
ideas shared by your family and see how they ¿t the 

image of Jesus as King. How are they different?

As Advent begins, the violet vestments come out, and 
Isaiah awakens us to the promise of this season. He speaks 

to a people in danger of giving up hope, a people who 
look around and wonder, “Is this all there is?” Isaiah and 

this season invite us to awaken dull imaginations and dare 
to dream about what God has called us to be. Jesus took 
the words of Isaiah reminding us of Noah’s time when 
things were headed to hell in a handbasket. For some it 
was all about making money, luxury living, fast cars and 
country clubs while others went about their business, 
assuming that nothing can change the way things are 
going. That’s my version of “eating and drinking and 

marrying.” Jesus used his imagination with fantastic ideas 
about the time when God would finally come bringing 

all things to fulfillment. His message simply suggests that 
by not living up to our own vocation, we make a mess of 
things. Yet hope is possible because of who God is. Pope 
Francis, like Isaiah, spoke to young people about a new 
Pentecost calling us out of the mess we have made of 

things because it is not the end of the story. Redemption is 
possible, and in four weeks we are going to proclaim that 

Redemption story once again. Not because it’s 
what we always do on December 25th, but because we 
need to and the joy of that proclamation will lift us up 

again with hope.

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CHRIST THE KING

Today we conclude our liturgical year and celebrate the Feast of Christ the King. Jesus is King and Savior of all.
Luke’s Gospel is full of surprises: the poor are rich, sinners �nd salvation, and the Kingdom of God is found in our midst. 

Here we see the greatest surprise of all: we are confronted with the cruci�ed Jesus, whom faith tells us is King and Savior of 
all. �e irony is that the inscription placed on the cross, meant as mockery, contains the profoundest truth. As the leader 
jeers, the thief cruci�ed beside Jesus recognizes Him as Messiah and King—and �nds salvation.

Jesus is King, but not the kind of king we might have imagined or expected. His kingship was hidden from many of His 
contemporaries, yet those with the eyes of faith were able to see. As modern disciples of Jesus, we too sometimes struggle to 
recognize Him as King. Today’s Gospel invites us to make our own judgment: with eyes of faith, we recognize that Jesus, the 
cruci�ed One, is indeed King and Savior of all.

�e Gospel shows the great mystery of our faith. In the moment of His cruci�xion, these are the qualities of Christ’s 
Kingdom:

•	 Christ is God, the Creator of the universe, extending His supreme power over all things.
•	 Christ is our Redeemer; He purchased us by His precious Blood and made us His.
•	 Christ is Head of the Church, “holding in all things the primacy.”
•	 God bestowed upon Christ the nations of the world as His special possession and dominion.

CRISTO REY

Hoy concluimos nuestro año litúrgico y celebramos la Fiesta de Cristo Rey. Jesús es Rey y Salvador de todos.
El Evangelio de Lucas está lleno de sorpresas: los pobres son ricos, los pecadores encuentran la salvación y el Reino de 

Dios se encuentra entre nosotros. Aquí vemos la mayor sorpresa de todas: nos encontramos con Jesús cruci�cado, a quien 
la fe nos dice que es Rey y Salvador de todos. La ironía reside en que la inscripción colocada en la cruz, concebida como 
una burla, contiene la verdad más profunda. Mientras el líder se mofa, el ladrón cruci�cado junto a Jesús lo reconoce 
como Mesías y Rey, y encuentra la salvación.

Jesús es Rey, pero no el tipo de rey que podríamos haber imaginado o esperado. Su realeza permaneció oculta para 
muchos de sus contemporáneos, pero aquellos con ojos de fe pudieron verla. Como discípulos modernos de Jesús, 
también nosotros a veces luchamos por reconocerlo como Rey. El Evangelio de hoy nos invita a formarnos nuestro propio 
juicio: con ojos de fe, reconocemos que Jesús, el cruci�cado, es verdaderamente Rey y Salvador de todos.

El Evangelio revela el gran misterio de nuestra fe. En el momento de su cruci�xión, estas son las cualidades del Reino 
de Cristo:

•	 Cristo es Dios, el Creador del universo, que extiende su poder supremo sobre todas las cosas.
•	 Cristo es nuestro Redentor; nos redimió con su preciosa Sangre y nos hizo suyos.
•	 Cristo es la Cabeza de la Iglesia, «quien tiene la primacía en todo».
•	 Dios le otorgó a Cristo las naciones del mundo como su posesión y dominio especiales.
