John the Baptist had disciples of his own and while in 
prison he sent some of them to Jesus. At John’s request, 
the disciples asked Jesus if he was the Messiah or were 

they to wait for another. Jesus did not answer them 
directly, but pointed to the miracles he had performed in 
the name of God’s love. If John himself did not wonder, 
it was likely that his followers did. Jesus did not ¿t the 
image of “Messiah,” and so it was possible that people 
began to doubt their original perception. Today is the 

day we light the third candle on our Advent wreath, the 
pink one! Pink represents joy, and our families should 
come to know that it is with joy we await the return of 
Jesus. Ask each member of the family how he/she will 

bring joy to someone’s life this week.

Next week we get an early Christmas gift from Matthew, 
Saint Joseph. He must have died a thousand deaths caring 

for that woman and child, both of whom he accepted 
as his own by faith even though they really belonged 
to God just as every parent must someday realize that 

their child really belongs to God. In Matthew’s Gospel, 
everything depends upon Joseph who puts aside his 
own plans in confusion open to God’s plan which is 
different from his own. I never like images of Joseph 

looking like an old man. I think he was most likely young 
and vigorous, excited about a future with a woman 

he loved so much that he ignored two bad options to 
follow an angel’s order. God gambled on Joseph, and 

today, God gambles on you and me. In return, our 
faith is a gamble that God’s love will lead us in times of 

confusion and disappointment. Joseph never says a word 
in all the Gospels. Yet, his actions speak loudly with a 

simple message: worry less and pray more. God can and 
does work great wonders out of chaos, confusion, and 

disappointment. Fear has no place in the hearts of those 
open to the will of God. Lest we think that the Kingdom 
of God depends upon someone sinless or immaculate, 

there comes Joseph to remind us that without people like 
Joseph, people like us, God’s plan would never have a 

chance.

Belonging to a parish is a commitment. Just as you want the parish to provide Masses, Sacraments, Faith Formation and 

ministries, the parish needs to be able to count on you to help and assist in their mission; to be an active member. 

Being an active member at St. Agnes involves several key aspects:

• Registration: Active members are formally registered in the parish

• Worship: Active members attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation (except for illness or emergency)

• Stewardship: Active members serve the community in various ways by sharing their time and talent

• Financial Support: Active members support the parish financially, using o�ertory envelopes or online giving (WeShare)
