It is the first chapter of John’s Gospel that we take up 
next weekend as Ordinary Time (The Counting Time) 

begins. His Gospel is a series of recognition scenes about 
who Jesus is. The Baptist is the first to recognize Jesus. 
There will be others like Philip and Nathanael before 

this chapter ends. The writer uses a very important word 
here: “Behold.” It is the same word Pilate will use when 

he presents the King of the Jews. See the contrast between 
John and Pilate as one sees and the other does not. We 
are invited through this Gospel to behold one who has 

come. We may either be among those who recognize the 
divine presence or be among those who fail to do so. For 
those who fail, nothing ever changes. For those who do 

behold, everything does, and the world is never the same. 
Suddenly peace, justice, and forgiveness are possible in 
ways never imagined before. Those who do behold and 

see step out of the shadows of hatred and revenge into the 
light of understanding with a chance to heal and mend 

what is broken. They become seekers of hope who reach 
out with compassion to the lost, lonely sinful, and hurt. 

My friends, when we truly do behold the very presence of 
God in all others, others may begin to do so because of us. 
We are now the ones who proclaim the “Lamb of God” by 

our own acts of generosity and mercy.

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FEAST OF THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD

Today’s feast invites us to re�ect on two profound mysteries: the inner life of the Trinity and the meaning of 
baptism. John’s baptism was a call to repentance, a preparation for what was to come. When Jesus—though sinless—
accepted John’s baptism, He united Himself with all sinners, showing solidarity with humanity.

�e baptism of Jesus is an epiphany, a manifestation of Christ’s identity and mission. In this moment, God the 
Father declares Jesus as His Beloved Son, marking the beginning of His public ministry. �is declaration was crucial, 
as many had forgotten the events surrounding His birth. Now, at thirty years old, Jesus steps forward to ful�ll His 
mission.

Why was Jesus baptized? Not for His own sake, but for ours. Just as He became human, taught, worked miracles, 
and endured the cross for us, He was baptized to show us the way. Baptism is our entry into the life of Jesus and, 
through Him, into the inner life of the Trinity.

�is feast reminds us of our own calling. �rough baptism, we became children of God, members of Christ’s 
Body. It was the moment when Christ’s life became the meaning and goal of our life, and when God the Father 
adopted us as His own. Today, let us renew our commitment to live as beloved children of God, embracing the 
mission that began at our baptism.

SAN HILARIO

Obispo y Doctor de la Iglesia.

San Hilario de Poitiers nació en Francia en el año 315. Fue una figura 

crucial en la lucha contra las herejías de su tiempo, especialmente contra 

el Arianismo, lo que le valió el apelativo de “Martillo de los arrianos”. 

Recibió una educación sólida que le permitió desarrollar con claridad y 

profundidad la doctrina cristiana, además de escribir con gran elocuencia.

Cuando alcanzó la adultez, San Hilario se sintió profundamente atraído 

por la fe en Jesucristo y decidió pedir el bautismo. Más tarde, el Señor 

lo convocó al servicio sacerdotal, y años después fue elegido obispo 

de Poitiers. En su cargo como obispo, redactó su obra dogmática más 

importante, “De Trinitate” (Sobre la Trinidad), donde defiende la divinidad 

del Hijo, la Segunda Persona de la Santísima Trinidad, el Verbo encarnado.

San Hilario sostiene con firmeza que “Dios solo sabe ser amor, y solo sabe ser Padre. Y quien ama no es 

envidioso, y quien es Padre lo es totalmente”, dejando claro que están equivocados aquellos que afirman que 

existe alguna pérdida o resta en Dios Padre al declarar la divinidad del Hijo. Su trabajo fue fundamental para 

contrarrestar las enseñanzas erróneas del Arianismo, que negaba la divinidad de Jesucristo.

San Hilario murió en el año 367, y en 1851, el Papa Pío IX lo proclamó Doctor de la Iglesia por su gran 

contribución a la teología cristiana.

Oración de San Hilario:

“Haz, Señor, que me mantenga siempre fiel a lo que profesé en el símbolo de mi regeneración, cuando fui 

bautizado en el Padre, en el Hijo y en el Espíritu Santo. Que te adore, Padre nuestro, y junto a ti, a tu Hijo; que 

sea merecedor de tu Espíritu Santo, que procede de ti a través de tu Unigénito”.
