Next weekend we pick up Matthew’s Gospel through 
which God will speak to us for most of this year. Two 

things speak to us as Jesus comes out of the desert to begin 
his ministry, and there are two things he reveals to us. 

They both come from his action. He has no intention or 
any thought that he could or should carry out his mission 
alone. He not only shares his message, he shares his power 
as well. He comes from the desert and immediately begins 
to form the church with the apostles. He will share with 
them his power to forgive, heal, comfort and feed. God 
needs us and we need one another is the message here. 

There are a lot of people these days who think they don’t 
need anyone and some who think they don’t need the 
Church. Their lives are an endless desert of desperate 
loneliness and hunger for food that perishes. We come 

into Communion because we know we can’t and should 
not try to go it alone. Then, the second thing we may take 
home is that God meets us where we are. Peter, Andrew, 
James, and John were doing what they did every day. It 
was there that God found them and it was there they 
met Christ Jesus. They were not in the Temple or the 
Synagogue. They did not disown their family, but they 

opened up a new sense of who was brother or sister. They 
did not have to stop fishing, they simply began to fish for 

something else.

Our �rst reading, from Isaiah, contains this prophecy of Christ 
and what His saving message would mean to all who embrace 
it: “�e people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; 
upon those who dwelt in the land of gloom a light has shone.” 
We are among those blessed people on whom the light of Christ 
has shone. By virtue of our Baptism, we—who were once in the 
darkness of original sin—have been reborn into the great light 
that is God’s grace within us. We are cherished members of God’s 
family.

What a privilege! Yet with this privilege comes the responsibility 
to live for God and to bring His Good News to all those we meet—

at work, at school, in our community, and within our own homes—in other words, to live as His 
good stewards.

�ere is also a sense of urgency in the call to a stewardship way of life, as we hear in our Gospel 
passage from Matthew. Jesus says, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” In other words, 
turn away from sel�shness, turn toward God, and live as His disciple now—do not wait.

In this same passage, the �rst disciples provide us with a powerful example of a good steward’s 
prompt “yes” to the Lord’s call. Jesus invites them, “Come a�er me, and I will make you �shers of 
men.” �ey did not hesitate, but “at once they le� their nets and followed Him.” �ey placed our Lord 
and His will �rst.

�is is the essence of a stewardship way of life—to be ready and willing to respond when our Lord 
calls us to bring His light to others. Stewardship is more than something we do; it is who we are.
