3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time 

The reading today from Matthew’s Gospel takes place 
early in Jesus’ ministry. Several ideas are clear. First of 
all, Matthew strived to connect his Gospel for the early 
Christians to their Jewish heritage. He made several 
references in his Gospel like the one today in which 

prophecies of old are ful¿lled in Jesus. The second thing 
was that Jesus learned of John the Baptist’s arrest and 
resolved to begin his ministry away from Herod. Finally, 
Jesus called with some urgency, his ¿rst four disciples. 
The common thread to all this was that God’s Kingdom 

was at hand. Following the evening meal or when 
your family gathers for bedtime prayers, share one 

thing about your day that indicates you are a “¿sher of 
people.” Encourage all members of the family to think 

about how they are disciples for Jesus—how they carry 
the Good News into the neighborhood, their school, or 

their work.

Next weekend it’s back to basics, and in three weeks it 
will be Lent. Penance Rites will be scheduled everywhere, 
and the lines for Confession will grow longer with those 
taking the Lenten call to repentance seriously. Many of 
us were taught that most evil is rooted in breaking the 
commandments. An old confessor once directed me to 

Matthew 5 saying: “If you want to be holy, pay attention to 
this. If you want to grow spiritually, pay attention to this. 
If you want to know what God cares about, pay attention 
to this. If you think that just keeping the commandments 

will make you pleasing in God’s sight, you are fooling 
yourself and looking for an easy way out.” Not breaking a 
commandment does not make you good, holy, or faithful. 
It simply means you didn’t do anything, and that may be a 
problem when judgement comes. There is nothing, noble, 
profound, or blessed in just keeping the commandments. 

It is just safe. Take some advice from an old confessor 
who is also a penitent. Pay attention to the Gospel next 
weekend. If any of us stand before the Lord wanting a 

place among the Blessed, I don’t think we can claim that 
place by saying we didn’t steal, mess around with sex, or 
take the Lord’s name in vain. We will have a claim when 
we have made peace, longed and worked for things to be 

right, lived simply, mercifully, and joyfully.
