Despondent and discouraged, two of Jesus’ apostles 
walked from Jerusalem to Emmaus. They talked on 
their way about the events that had occurred in the 
past several days. A stranger joined them, actually 

Jesus, but they didn’t recognize him at first. Jesus asked 
the apostles what they had been discussing, and they 
responded with a summary of the events surrounding 
Jesus’ death. The disciples still did not understand the 

resurrection, but Jesus questioned their resistance 
to believe what the prophets had foretold. Despite 

their hopelessness the apostles invited Jesus to stay 
with them. He accepted. It was that evening, when 

Jesus broke bread with them, that the disciples finally 
recognized the stranger to be Jesus. The next morning, 

the disciples returned to Jerusalem.

Next weekend the image of a Shepherd gets put before 
us. I have always been uncomfortable with a superficial 

reading of John 10. Without careful reflection and 
study it supports a kind of “clericalism” that is not 

helpful for us as a church suggesting that shepherds 
are in charge, and we are sheep, passive and willing to 
fall in line at the shepherd’s orders. Most likely what 

John is proposing is that the Church is Shepherd, 
not just some members. Think of it this way: if Jesus 
is Shepherd, then the Church, the Body of Christ is 

Shepherd, and what he describes as the behavior of the 
Shepherd is the behavior of the Church that carries on 

the mission and presence of Christ in this world. We are 
not being called, “Sheep.” We are called to be Church, a 
“Shepherd” and a “Gate” through which those seeking 
security, salvation, and hope might have access to peace 

that comes with hearing the Word of God, and being 
affirmed, respected, cared for, and called by name. That 

is what Shepherds do. Through our patient mercy, 
our willing forgiveness, our generous service, our 

faithfulness to the Word of God, others can see through 
us the way to salvation. This is not the responsibility 
of those entrusted with leadership. It is their role to 
remind, encourage, support, and keep us focused so 

that we may truly be the gate for those who have not yet 
found one.

In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus teaches us three sacred practices that shape a life of sacrifice: prayer, 
fasting, and giving alms. Each of these invites us to offer something of ourselves to God.

When we pray, we offer our time.
When we fast, we surrender our comfort.
And when we give alms, we release our sense of control.
Sacrifice is one of the clearest expressions of love—and love is measured by what we are willing to give.
So why do we love God?
He is all‑powerful and all‑knowing.
He is always present everywhere and.
Much of who He has remained beyond our understanding, yet we trust and love Him all the same.
Some of my personal reasons for loving God include:
•	 He died for me.
•	 He created me.
•	 He gave me my parents.
•	 He blessed me with free will.
•	 He gave me friends and community.
•	 He gifted me with unique charisms.
•	 And above all, He loves me unconditionally.
The list could go on, but now it is your turn. Take time to reflect: Why do YOU love God?
God has done so much for each one of us. Our response is gratitude—and gratitude is lived out through the 

giving of our time, talent, and treasure.
In Mark 12:41–44, Jesus points to the widow who gave all she had, though it was very little, while others gave 

from their surplus. Her gift was small in the eyes of the world, but great in the eyes of God.
So, we are invited to ask ourselves: How am I giving?
Am I giving from what is left over—or am I giving generously in response to all that God has given me?
This is an opportunity to pray and discern how God is calling you to give, and how you might support the 

CFA and our Capital Campaign when it begins, with a grateful, trusting, and generous heart.
