Using the image of shepherd and sheep, Jesus made an 
analogy for us to listen to the voice of God. Sometimes 

we are distracted by other voices that Jesus called 
“thieves.” These thieves rob us of our desire to follow 

Jesus. True sheep, however, know the voice of the 
shepherd. The shepherd provides safety and life for the 
sheepage. Think of a person or group of people your 

family knows who needs to be “shepherded” (or cared 
for). Decide on an action you can all do together to help 
this person. When you have completed the service, talk 
over with one another how your family’s “shepherding” 
was similar to the shepherding Jesus talked about in 
today’s Gospel. Consider whether or not your service 

shepherded your own family as well.

The message that Jesus leaves with us on the last 
night of his earthly life is: “Do not let your hearts be 

troubled. We shall hear those words proclaimed as we 
gather together next weekend. Those comforting words 

spoken so long ago are no less needed today. Those 
gathered with him at that last supper were troubled 

and so are we troubled about so many things that seem 
so wrong, so difficult, so contradictory. In these days, 
the talking heads on television and elected officials are 
all trying to frighten and scare us into accepting their 

ideologies promising things they can never deliver. The 
gentle comforting words of Jesus are nearly lost in the 
noise, threats, and fears some think will motivate us to 
believe their lies and self-serving dreams for the future. 
What we can learn from Jesus Christ is what kept him 
calm, focused, and faithful when everything around 
him was falling apart and dangerous. He did not run 

for cover even when he heard that crowd coming while 
he was in the garden near the end. He stood there, 

not as a victim, but with all the integrity and courage 
worthy of God’s son. He teaches us what it is like to 
be a child of God. He calls us to the same peace and 
justice that is found only where God dwells in the 

heart of God’s people. Where there is mercy, there is 
God. Where there is justice there is the Just One.
