The Most Holy Trinity 

Mark describes for his community the words and actions 
of Jesus at the Last Supper. Scholars believe that the 

words are more an attempt on Mark’s part to help his early 
Christian community understand the Eucharist than they 
are the actual words spoken by Jesus. Still they help us 
understand that Jesus was leaving the physical company 
of the apostles, and he gave them a way of remembering 
him through bread and wine, his body and blood. Much 
of this reading is about sharing a meal with those we 
love. In today’s crazy world, with all the ways we run 

our children and ourselves ragged, one of our greatest 
priorities should be mealtime. Make this a time of day 
when family members feel safe to share their dreams, 

joys, and struggles of the day. As often as possible, allow 
enough time so that the meal is not rushed. Try to have 

all members together at least for one meal each day. Even 
special touches such as flowers, soft music or lit candles 
help create an atmosphere that encourages fellowship.

In my opinion, there is too much discussion and wonder 
these days over how bread and wine can become the Body 
and Blood of Christ and not nearly enough discussion and 
wonder on how the very flesh and blood of Christ becomes 

our flesh and blood. There is a challenge for us to go 
beyond repeating the words of St. Thomas: “My Lord and 
my God” before the Holy Eucharist. The biggest challenge 
is to experience and live in the intimacy with that Lord we 

are invited to share. The first step into this mystery and 
intimacy is the consecration at the altar. If we don’t make 

the next step it is all for nothing. Jesus did not leave us with 
this Holy Sacrament to kneel in front of it. Seeing the Holy 
Eucharist as our greatest treasure must lead us to consume 

that Eucharist and enter into the very real relationship 
that Jesus shares with the Father. That does not happen 

by looking. “Take and Eat” he said to us. The gift we have 
been given is not some thing. It is a person. This opens a 
relationship that is both personally unique and mutually 

inclusive. “I dwell in you and you dwell in me.” The 
implications of this are astounding. It must change how we 
look to others. If they do not see the very one whose body 

and blood we share, something has gone wrong with God’s 
plan. This Feast coming up must draw us ever more deeply 

into being who we were created to be.

Choosing the Light

This clarity calls me to choose the way to the light fearlessly and straightforwardly. The transparent life is a life in which 
heart, mind, and gut are united in choosing the light.

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As an infinite act of love between the Father and the Son, this “act” is so perfect and infinite that “it” becomes—
not in time, of course, but eternally—a “He”: the Third Person of the Blessed Trinity. This revelation of God’s love 
personified is the foundation from which Scripture reveals to us that “God is love” (1 John 4:8).

God is not revealed to “be” love in any other religion in the world apart from Christianity, because for there to 
be love, there must also be a beloved. From all eternity, the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit have poured Themselves out 
to one another in an infinite act of love. As Christians, we are called to experience that love through faith and the 
sacraments, by which we are drawn into the very life and love of God Himself (Romans 5:1–5).

It is the love of God that binds us, heals us, and makes us children of God (1 John 4:7; Matthew 5:44–45). How 
fitting, then, that the Holy Spirit is depicted in Revelation 22:1–2 as a river of life flowing from the Father and the Son, 
bringing life to all and nourishing the very Tree of Life, the source of eternal life in the Book of Revelation (Revelation 
22:19).

Our God is far beyond the grasp of our intellect. All we can say is this: Our Father is omnipresent, and so we live in 
Him, for the whole universe exists in Him. The Son, Jesus, is Emmanuel—God with us—and so He is always with us; 
we live with Him. The Holy Spirit inspires us from within, and so the Holy Spirit lives in our hearts.

There is only one God: we live in Him, He lives with us, and He lives in us.
