Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ 

As much as Jesus’ listeners didn’t understand how Jesus 
could really mean that they were to eat his body and 
drink his blood, Jesus made it very clear that that was 

precisely what he did mean. Once again, it was hard for 
the people of Jesus’ day (and still hard for us today, too) 
to understand what Jesus tried to say because they only 

thought in earthly, literal terms. This Gospel passage 
gives us one of our firm foundations for the institution of 
the Eucharist so that, in faith, we will eat the bread that 
will give us everlasting life. After an evening meal this 
week, talk together about how your family was fed at 

the meal. Did you affirm one another? Did you listen to 
the stories told, the events of each person’s day? Think 
about how each person individually and together as a 

family you were nourished by the food and conversation. 
See if your family can come up with any similarities to the 
nourishment of your meal and the nourishment offered us 

at Mass and in community with others.

we share them, the greater they become.

Our True Vocation
Too often I looked at being relevant, popular, and powerful as ingredients of an effective ministry. The truth, however, 

is that these are not vocations but temptations. Jesus asks, “Do you love me?” Jesus sends us out to be shepherds, and Jesus 
promises a life in which we increasingly have to stretch out our hands and be led to places where we would rather not go. 

He asks us to move from a concern for relevance to a life of prayer, from worries about popularity to communal and mutual 
ministry, and from a leadership built on power to a leadership in which we critically discern where God is leading us.

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Have you ever heard of St. Juliana of Liège?
She is the little-known saint whose visions helped inspire the establishment of the Solemnity of Corpus 

Christi, one of the great feasts of the Catholic Church, celebrating the institution of the Most Holy 
Eucharist.

St. Juliana was born in Belgium in 1193. Orphaned at a young age along with her sister Agnes, she was 
entrusted to the care of Augustinian nuns. Deeply devoted to the Eucharist, Juliana eventually professed 
vows as an Augustinian nun herself.

At the age of sixteen, while praying before the Blessed Sacrament, she began receiving mystical visions. 
She repeatedly saw a full moon marked by a dark stripe. Years later, Christ revealed to her that the moon 
symbolized the life of the Church, and the dark line represented the absence of a special feast dedicated 
solely to honoring and promoting devotion to the Most Holy Eucharist.

For nearly twenty years, St. Juliana kept these visions private. When she discerned that the time had 
come, she shared them with Church authorities, including Bishop Robert de Thorete of Liège. After careful 
consideration, the bishop established a feast in honor of the Blessed Sacrament within his diocese. Other 
bishops soon followed his example.

Not everyone welcomed the idea. Some clergy and even one of her superiors opposed her efforts, 
eventually forcing her to leave her convent. Yet these trials only deepened her faith and strengthened her 
commitment to spreading love and devotion to the Eucharist. She continued her mission with humility 
and perseverance until her death in 1258, which occurred while she was in the presence of the Blessed 
Sacrament.

Providentially, one of the Church leaders who had supported the feast later became Pope Urban IV. In 
1264, he extended the celebration to the entire Church, establishing the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body 
and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi) as a universal feast and affirming the authenticity of St. Juliana’s 
visions.

Explaining the importance of this celebration, Pope Urban IV wrote:
“Although the Eucharist is celebrated solemnly every day, we deem it fitting that at least once a year it be 

celebrated with greater honor and a solemn commemoration.”
Today, every Corpus Christi celebration reminds us of the profound gift of Christ’s Real Presence in the 

Eucharist and of the faith, perseverance, and love of St. Juliana of Liège, whose devotion helped the Church 
give greater public honor to this greatest of treasures.
