Next week we hear these words: “Be afraid of the one 
who can destroy both soul and body.” If we ever stop to 

wonder who that is, we will discover that we are the only 
ones who can do that to ourselves. Others may destroy 

our body, but we are the only ones who can destroy both 
body and soul. When Jesus sends out disciples, he cautions 
them about how to respond when they are not welcomed 

or mistreated. His caution remains the same today. Be 
careful how you respond. Physical or emotional harm is 
nothing compared to the power revenge has to eat away 
one’s soul and destroy one’s inner or spiritual wellbeing. 
Revenge will make life hell. Living now in a world gone 
mad by the evil power of revenge, we see communities 

destroyed, friendships and marriage broken, as wars begin 
that never end. Revenge is an infection, and we are living 

through a pandemic of it. Our sense of Justice is corrupted 
into revenge. What God wants for us is goodness, peace, 

and joyful happiness living together in God’s love. Yet, that 
is impossible when there is anger and revenge. The best 

revenge is always forgiveness, and that revenge will set us 
free. Without it, we are caught in a self-destructive cycle. 

None of us can get ahead while trying to get even, and the 
only people we should get even with are the people who 

have helped us.

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In today’s Gospel, Jesus shares His mission of proclaiming the Kingdom of Heaven with His disciples. 
The signs of the Kingdom’s presence are evident in the works He has already been performing: the sick 
are healed, lepers are cleansed, demons are driven out, and the dead are raised to life. Jesus now sends His 
disciples to continue the work He has begun.

This moment marks a transition in Matthew’s Gospel. The focus shifts from the ministry of Jesus to the 
mission of the community He established. More than any other Gospel, Matthew emphasizes the role of 
the Church, which continues Christ’s work after His death and resurrection.

The Gospel tells us that Jesus commissions twelve disciples. Many scholars see the Twelve as a symbol 
of the twelve tribes of Israel, highlighting the continuity between Israel and the Church. Matthew lists the 
names of the Twelve, as do Mark and Luke, but he also refers to them as apostles. The word apostle means 
“one who is sent.” Matthew uses this title to emphasize the mission entrusted to them: to proclaim the 
Kingdom of Heaven through both word and action.

Just as Jesus sent His disciples to continue His mission, He sends us today. The Church is Christ’s 
continuing presence in the world, and every member of the Church is called to participate in that mission.

Through Baptism, we become disciples of Jesus Christ and are called to share the Gospel with everyone 
we encounter. This is the heart of stewardship: the grateful response of a Christian disciple who recognizes 
God’s many gifts, receives them with gratitude, and shares them generously out of love for God and 
neighbor.

San Bernabé fue considerado Apóstol por los primeros 
Padres de la Iglesia y por San Lucas, aunque no formó 

parte del grupo inicial de los Doce elegidos por Jesucristo. 
Una vez convertido a Cristo, fue el Espíritu Santo quien le 

confió misiones específicas, que él cumplió con gran celo y 
generosidad.

Bernabé era apreciado por ser un hombre bondadoso, 
lleno del Espíritu Santo y de una profunda fe. Provenía 

de la tribu de Leví. Su nombre original era José, pero los 
Apóstoles le dieron el nombre de Bernabé, que significa 
“hijo de la consolación”, “el que anima y entusiasma” o “el 

esforzado”.
En el libro de los Hechos de los Apóstoles aparece una 

historia relacionada con él: vendió sus propiedades y 
entregó el dinero a los discípulos para que fuera distribuido 

entre los más necesitados.
Bernabé trabajó muy de cerca con San Pablo en el 

anuncio de la Buena Nueva. Ambos permanecieron durante 
algún tiempo en Antioquía, ciudad que se convirtió en el 
centro de la evangelización de Asia Menor y donde, por 

primera vez, los seguidores de Cristo recibieron el nombre 
de “cristianos”.

Desde Antioquía, Pablo y Bernabé fueron enviados a 
Jerusalén llevando una colecta para ayudar a quienes 

padecían hambre en Judea. Posteriormente recorrieron 
numerosas ciudades, fortaleciendo a los nuevos creyentes 
y ordenando presbíteros para las comunidades cristianas.

Más tarde regresaron a Jerusalén para participar en el 
primer Concilio de Jerusalén, donde se declaró que los 

gentiles convertidos al cristianismo no estaban obligados a 
cumplir el mandato de la circuncisión. Con esta decisión se 
puso fin a una de las primeras controversias que afectaron 

a la Iglesia naciente.
