The most powerful man ever to walk on this earth was 
not macho, but he had the power of God. Yet, he is often 

described as a hopeless idealist thinking and teaching 
about nonviolence and forgiveness. These are not for 
people who live in the real world where competition, 

power and strength are what get you ahead. Being 
number one is all that matters, and how you get there 

is irrelevant, or is it? Imagine the shock at the time 
when Jesus stops to bless children suggesting that they 
are the model for who enters the Kingdom of Heaven. 
What happened to being smart, clever, and knowing the 
right people? At the time of Jesus, meekness was used 
to describe a slave or an ox. It was someone who had 
strength, but it was used to endure all things with an 

even temper, someone who knew they were dependent 
on another, and tender in spirit. It’s not macho, but 

it’s powerful. It works again and again to bring lasting 
peace, It has the power to restore a friendship broken 

by ambition and selfishness. The meek are always open, 
ready to learn something new never pretending they 

are brilliant. You sometimes hear them say things like, 
“I didn’t know that” or “Thank you”, and sometimes, 
“Help me.” There is nothing idealistic about that. It’s 
real. It’s honest, and it’s the truth, the Gospel truth.

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Disciple: a student and follower of a mentor or teacher who accepts and assists in spreading the mentor’s theories, 
teachings, or doctrines.  
Christian Disciple: One who responds to Christ’s call, and who follows and shapes one’s life in imitation of Him. This 
requires that we read the Word of God and allow it to form our lives. Scripture says that a Christian disciple:  

•	 Loves God with heart, soul, and mind  
•	 Loves neighbor as self  
•	 Is a good Steward of the Lord’s gifts  
•	 Spreads the Good News of Jesus Christ  
Our Church teaches that “The disciple of Christ must not only keep the faith and live it, but also profess it, confidently 

bear witness to it, and spread it.”  
Steward: a person who cares for the property of another while acting on behalf of the owner and is accountable and 
responsible for the property.  
Christian Stewards: acknowledge God as the Creator and Owner of all, and see themselves as the caretakers of all God’s 
gifts to them; express gratitude through prayer, worship, offering, and action; thank God for all their blessings by returning 
to God a portion of the many gifts (time, talent, and treasure) that they have received; reject the notion that they must 
“have it all,” and instead focus on intentional, planned, and proportional sharing of all that they have received from God.  

Christian Stewardship is an important part of living as a disciple of Christ.  
Evangelization: the essential mission of the Church. As Jesus said at the end of the Gospel of Matthew: “Go and make 
disciples of all nations.” To evangelize means to bring the good news of the Gospel to all we encounter by teaching, being 
channels of the gift of grace, reconciling sinners with God, and perpetuating Christ’s sacrifice in the Mass. The fruit of 
evangelization is new disciples of Jesus.  

So how are discipleship, stewardship, and evangelization related?  
To be a disciple of Christ, we must live as He did, and we must practice Christian Stewardship in response to His gifts. 

Parishioners share their time, talent, and treasure in joyful and grateful recognition that every blessing and gift we have is 
from God. These resources shared with the parish are critical for faith formation, advocacy, outreach, liturgy, hospitality, 
and virtually all our ministries. By sharing these gifts, you enable the Church to develop and implement evangelization 
programs within our parish and our community.

San Luis Gonzaga vivió entre 1568 y 1591. Nació en Italia en 
el seno de una familia aristocrática. Su padre era duque y tuvo 

una destacada carrera militar. Debido a ello, San Luis estuvo en 
contacto desde pequeño con el ambiente castrense y adquirió 

algunos modales rudos propios de la vida militar.
Deseando corregir y suavizar su carácter, sus padres lo 

pusieron bajo la guía espiritual de San Carlos Borromeo, quien se 
convirtió en una influencia decisiva en su vida. Fue él quien le dio 

la Primera Comunión y lo inspiró a cultivar las virtudes cristianas y 
una profunda vida moral.

Con el tiempo, Luis sintió el llamado a entregarse por completo 
a Dios e ingresó en la Compañía de Jesús. Como novicio, se 

distinguió por su fidelidad, obediencia y observancia de las reglas. 
Rechazaba toda vanidad y se ejercitaba con gusto en los oficios 

más humildes.
Durante ese tiempo, Roma fue azotada por una grave epidemia. 

Los jesuitas abrieron un hospital y se dedicaron personalmente al 
cuidado de los enfermos. San Luis destacó por su entrega como 

enfermero. Además, recorría la ciudad solicitando limosnas, 
víveres y abrigo para quienes sufrían necesidad.

Desafortunadamente, contrajo la enfermedad mientras servía a 
los enfermos, lo que le ocasionó la muerte cuando apenas tenía 23 

años de edad.
Su vida fue un ejemplo de obediencia, entrega a Dios y 

servicio a los más necesitados y desamparados. Por ello alcanzó 
la santidad. Fue canonizado por el Papa Benedicto XIII en 1726 y 

posteriormente proclamado Patrono de la Juventud.
San Luis Gonzaga afirmaba que Dios le había concedido 

un gran fervor para ayudar a los pobres. Por eso se esforzaba 
constantemente en socorrerlos y en procurarles todo lo necesario 

para aliviar sus necesidades con prontitud y dedicación. Solía 
decir: «Cuando uno tiene que vivir pocos años, Dios lo impulsa con 
mayor fuerza a realizar estas obras», refiriéndose al ejercicio de la 

caridad.
Asimismo, San Luis cuidó siempre con esmero la pureza de 

su corazón. Evitaba las ocasiones de pecado y las tentaciones, 
refugiándose en la oración, la penitencia y las prácticas 

espirituales.
