Fight the latest attempts to decriminalise abortion

The latest attempt to expand the UK’s abortion 
laws by way of the Crime and Policing Bill is now before 
the House of Lords. They are attempting to change 
criminal law so that “no offence is committed by a 
woman acting in relation to her own pregnancy” at 
any point in the gestation. This means that a woman 
who induced her abortion at home using pills (or any 
other method) at any stage of pregnancy, including 
just before natural birth, would not commit a crime.

The report Stage of the Bill commences on 
Wednesday 25th February. The debate on abortion 
(now Clause 208 of the Bill) will likely take place on 
either Wednesday, 11th March, or Tuesday, 17th March. 
Any votes will happen then. Please write to members of 
the House of Lords and ask them to fight the extreme 
abortion up to birth amendment. Details of how to do 
this can be found on the Society for the Protection of

This was not in any manifesto. It was passed after 
just 43 minutes backbench debate, with very little 
notice. The public did not know this was coming and 
are outraged that MPs have voted through this 
barbaric policy. The Lords can and must fight back.
