Dear friends in Christ,

This week we celebrate the Solemnity of Pope
Saint Gregory the Great, the patronal feast day for
the Community of Saint Gregory the Great. He
was Pope from 590 to 604 and one of the great
teachers of the early Church. A gifted pastor and
writer, he is especially remembered for sending
Saint Augustine of Canterbury to bring the Gospel
to the Anglo-Saxons. Saint Gregory also helped
shape the Church'’s liturgy and pastoral care. His
life reminds us that true leadership in the Church is
rooted in humility, service, and a deep love for
Christ and his people. Although his feast day has
now been moved to the 3@ September in the
calendar of the Universal Church, the Community
of Saint Gregory’s keep his original feast day on
the 12" March, the date of his death and
heavenly birthday.

The next in our series of Lent Days, A Day with
Saint Irenaeus of Lyons, led by Fr Jonathan
Rollinson. Confronting divisions within the early
Church, Irenaeus emphasised unity, continuity,
and the goodness of creation redeemed in Christ.
This retreat explores how his vision of faith as
something received, lived, and handed on
remains a vital witness in times of confusion and
fragmentation. It takes place on Tuesday,
beginning with the Parish Mass at 10.15am and
then 11.00am to 3.00pm in The
Chapterhouse.
