THE PROMISE OF THE SPIRIT 

 
The main theme of today’s readings                                                         

is the promise to send the Paraclete,                                                  
the Spirit of truth. The Spirit’s coming will be 
solemnly celebrated in the feast of Pentecost.                                                              
Beside the promise, today’s gospel spells out                         
how to prepare to receive the Spirit.  
 

The second reading is a concrete and 
practical application of this teaching. This happens 
to lives of persecuted Christians who know that they 
will always have the Paraclete with them.  
 

The first reading shows the apostles calling 
the Spirit by means of the imposition of their hands.
