Second Sunday of Advent

Often called the “Bethlehem Candle,” this candle  
reminds us of Mary and Joseph’s journey from Nazareth 
to Bethlehem before Mary gave birth to Jesus. It also 
builds on the meaning of the Prophecy Candle, recalling 
that after the division, destruction, and dispersion of 
the kingdom in the Old Testament, there might finally 
be peace on earth.

Retirement Fund for Religious
