Dear Parish Family,

& Thanks to the faith, generosity, and
sacrifice of our parish family, we have
reached an important milestone in our
With Faith & Light We Build Together
Capital Campaign.

One sign of that momentum was our recent Donor
Challenge. Not only did we meet the goal required to unlock
the anonymous donor's $300,000 gift—we far exceeded it,
receiving nearly twice the number of qualifying pledges
needed.

Today, our campaign has reached more than $6.3 million in
pledges and gifts. This is a wonderful milestone and a
testament to the strength of our parish community.

What inspires me most is not the dollar amount. It is the
people behind it. We have seen long-time parishioners and
new parishioners, young families and retirees, people from
every background and every walk of life come together for a
common purpose. Each gift is different, but together they
tell one story: a parish family united in faith and committed
to our future.

Many parishioners have asked where we stand financially.
Our new Multi-Purpose Hall is expected to cost about $12
million. We already have $3 million in parish savings
dedicated to the project, and parishioners have now pledged
more than $6.3 million through the campaign. The Diocese
of Sacramento has also committed financing of up to $6.72
million to help complete the project.

While this is tremendous progress, our fundraising is not
finished. This is a four-year campaign, and we will continue
inviting participation from parishioners who have not yet
made a commitment. Every gift brings us closer to our goal
and reduces the amount we need to borrow.

Thank you for your prayers, your generosity, and your love
for St. Clare. Together, with faith, and guided by Christ's
light, we continue to build for future generations.
