Social Concerns  

Last week we talked about how your donations help 
clothe the homeless and Ukrainian refugee women 
and children, along with providing them with small 
kitchen items. You are doing corporal works of mercy 
by just putting these items in the Treasure Chest. 

Do you ever wonder what happens with 
the food you donate? If you shop with 
the food list in the Treasure Chest, it 
helps feed high school teens who don’t 
have stable households. Many of them 
are living on their own, couch surfing, 
or just don’t want to go back to an 
abusive home life. Part of our ministry has taken this 
problem head-on, and with your help, we are able to 
provide 110 meal bags a month consisting of about 
14 meals and 14 snacks per bag. That equals 1,540 
meals and 1,540 snacks! Any food donation not on 
the Treasure Chest list is given to Saint Vincent  
de Paul to distribute to those in need.

Welcome Fr. Eric Patrick 
Our New Parochial Vicar, arriving July 1 

My name is Fr. Eric Michael Patrick. I 
was born in Escondido, CA but raised 
from the age of 2 in Witmore, CA, a 
small town 30 miles outside of  
Redding. I was homeschooled by my mother with my 
four siblings. We were raised Catholic.  

The call to the priesthood began to develop in my early 
teens when I decided I needed to make my faith my own 
and discern if, among the thousands of religions,  
Catholicism is the faith possessing the fullness of the 
truth. After several years of studying Catholicism and 
other religions, I came to the conclusion that  
Catholicism possessed the fullness of the truth. At the 
same time, I felt the call to commit myself fully to my 
faith, to be hot, not lukewarm, in the words of Scripture. 
I did not yet know that that would mean becoming a 
priest, but this started me down the journey of  
discerning religious life or the priesthood, which  
ultimately led to the priesthood.  

Growing up in Witmore, my father owned a canvas  
construction business in Redding, where I worked when 
going to the local community college. Eventually I heard 
about Thomas Aquinas College in Santa Paula, a great 
books college. I entered and graduated from this  
college with a degree in Liberal Arts, and a love for 
great authors such as St. Augustine and St. Thomas 
Aquinas.  

I returned to work at my father’s construction business 
after college while discerning the vocation to the  
priesthood. After a few years, in which I began spending 
most of my weekend at my parish, Our Lady of Mercy, 
with the prompting of my Spiritual Director, I began  
discerning with the diocese of Sacramento and entered 
St. Patrick’s Seminary and University in Menlo Park. 
Graduating in Spring of 2023 with Masters of Divinity 
and a Bachelor of Sacred Theology. 

I was ordained to the Priesthood on June 3, 2023, and 
was assigned as a Parochial Vicar at St. Charles  
Borromeo Parish in South Sacramento for two years. St. 
Clare in Roseville will be my second assignment as a 
priest. 

I look forward to getting to know the parishioners of St. 
Clare and being involved in the spiritual and ministerial 
life of the parish.
