Capiņal Campaign Planning Study 
We have a wonderful problem at hand, 
we’ve welcomed more than 1,000  
families in the last year and need more 
room! Whether you are a founding parishioner or a  
new-to-St. Clare’s family, it doesn’t take long to notice 
that we need more social and ministry spaces.  

With the guidance of our finance and parish councils, as 
well as our dedicated staff and volunteers, our parish has 
developed a plan for a new multi-purpose hall. The hall 
will feature nearly 17,000 square feet of spaces to seat 
800 guests, an elevated stage, two flex rooms ideal for 
ministry meetings or formation classes, a commercial 
kitchen, and more! This important facility is part of our 
campus master plan and strengthens St. Clare’s unity in 
our Catholic faith and shared sense of purpose. We are 
hopeful to break ground in late 2025.  

We are beginning a planning study to gauge support for a 
potential major fundraising campaign and to identify  
leaders and volunteers to guide the effort. In the coming 
days, each family will receive an information packet with 
details about the multi-purpose hall and an invitation to 
offer feedback.
