Great Adventure Bible Study  
Join our Bible study for the

· 11/26/2025 – No Session (Thanksgiving) 

Phase	2:		After we complete the Old Testament, we will do a reset/restart.  We understand that many people weren’t able to attend regularly last year, or were unable to participate at all (perhaps you’re new to the parish). As such, we will do a 3-week “cram session” to very quickly review all of the Old  Testament content. This will allow everyone to catch up for Phase 3. Below is the Phase 2 schedule (also on Wednesdays at 6:00pm in the Morris Hall): 
· 12/3/2025 – Genesis – from Adam and Eve to the  Patriarchs  
· 12/10/2025 – From Moses and the Exodus to the Judges 
· 12/17/2025 – The Royal Kingdom, Exile and Return 

Phase	3:		We will complete this multi-year Bible Study by  reviewing key historical books from the New Testament after Christmas.  This will start on January 7th and continue weekly on Wednesday evenings at 6:00pm in the Morris Hall until March 5.  More details will be provided as we get closer.
